In a state which has a
law setting up & Mition free
college System, thare is somes
thing wrong when they (the
legislature) are allowed 1o call
it by another name=basic fee--
and collect it,

Thursday a reported crowd
of 5,000 students, more real-
istically 3,000, from all 13
state colleges and oné univer-
sity, converged on the capital
steps in Harrisburg for what

was called *State College
Day."

The main idea of the
afternoan ¢rogram, which began
at 2 p, m in a drizzling rain,
was centered on the need for
mre Ilnuncl.a.l_ uuppnt! l'::..[ 1|."d::
state instituions.

The program began with
cheers from the colleges rep=
resented mm the crowd, The
crowd then started chamting,
““The whole state®s broke.*
However, this was followed by
one round of an ohsenity cheer.,

The afternoon’s lirst
speaker was Bryvan Ziegler,
président of the Pennsylvania
State Association of Student
Liovemmsag from Mansfield
State College.

He said we were all hera
to show owr concem [or the
future of ;he state colleges .
This was to be a united voice
to the people of Pennsylvania,

Mext, Dale Riechli, pres-

ident of the Student Govern-
ment  Aszociation at East
atrowdsburg  Btate College,
emphasized that this was no
longer just & student effort,

He reported that 13 of the
presidents of the state col =
leges were present, with the
other iwo having previous come
mi tme nt e, We have the

supporl, he said, of American
Legions, and the Chamber of
Commerce, thisz is not just
our 2ifor.
