Normal stodents, faeulty
anid 0 momber of the people of Loek
Haven apent Bunday afternoon, Nowvem-
Bier 11, om o trip throngh Ching with D,
Frederie Poole, the noted anthority on
Chinese affairs.

Dreseed in Chinese costume, Dr, Foole
Enve g very interesting lecture on the
ways and customs of the Chinese, and
eondueted his andiense throngh much of
that vast country by means of many
lantern slidea taken on his travels,

According to the lecture, there is no
student anywhere so keen and intelli-
gont as the Asgiatic, Chinese students
have eome to Amerien, studied the latest
ideas here, and on thelr return have
revolutisnized their eountry in every
way., For threg hundred years China
hps submitted to foreign power; neow it
has formed a republie, with & govern-
ment patterned after that of the United
Biates. Changes in costume aid in édu-
cotion have taken place rapidly, the
apirit of change even going so for as
to canse Englial texthooks to be adopt-
el in Chinese sshools,

In Chinn there are two distinet grouwps
of dialeet, the nerthern and the south-
ern, which are very different from each
other, The words in ¢ither nre pletures,
and may hove five or mere meanings,
expressel by varying the tone of the
vaice,

In the eapital city, Pekin, have Dbeen
construeted  Degutiful boulevards and
buildings, 78000 miles of railrosd have
been built within a very few years, A

Dr. Poole believes in the faoture of
Ching, snd believes earnestly that the
United Btates should stay the friend of
that young republic, In great port, he
says, the swakening and progresa of that
rountry has boon doe ta our emeourige-
ment, anid to werk in gl poerts of the
vountry of American missionaries. Im
the mear foture, s enrefully are the
Chinese copying the ways of this coun-
try, in whose friendship they trust, that
the Timited States will he able fo look
into Ching i mirror,
o Yefleetion.
