The first plamt of the
system has been operaling
gince 1964 at a site on the
Mavajo Indian Reservation near
Meaa Verde Mational Park. [t
emits more particulaie matter
daily than New York City and
Los Angeles combined. Four
more plants are under ¢onstruci=
iom and another in final planning
stages, Smoke from the [irst
plant alone has covered up (o
10,000 sguare miles and was
the only man-made object visible
in a 1966 photograph taken from
Gemini 12 at an altitude of
170 miles. When all sin plants
are in operation they will daily
emit an estimated 200 tons of
fly ash, 1,365 tons of sulphur
axides, and |,000 tons of nit-
rogen odides, The groups o=
tend these emissions  will
blanket the Four Comers ares
with smog potentially hazardous
to humen health and the fragile
desert ecology.
