| Peyehologists Hear Dr. Blanch-
ard at Banguet

Declaring that the behevior of the
adults In the house 18 what determines
the behavior of the child, Dr. Phylls
1 Blanchard, director of the Ohlld Guld-
ance Clinle, of Philadelphia, gave an in-
structive and inspiring address on “The
Development of Behavior Patterhs in
Childhood"” mt the second semi-annual
banguet of the three psychology classes
of C. 8. N. 8., held Saturday evening, in
the soelnl rooms of the Trinity Methodlst
Eplscopnl Churchi. The banqguet wis at-
tended by one hundred and fAfty atu-
tlents of the child, educational, and pre-
school paychology classes, Principal Dal-
las W. Armstrong, Miss Minnfe Jane Mer-
rells, department of Psychology and Bdu-
cation; Professor H. E. Oage, Professor
C. M. Sullivan, Miss Jessie Scott Himes,
Miss Bertha Rowe, Miss Clara Phillips,
Rew. J. Merrill Willlams, Mrs, Schumann
Furst, and Mr. Harry Satterlee.

Pointing out that most of the present
knowledge of behavior patterns comes
from the study of these which are un-
deslrable, Dr. Blanchard declared that
conditions in the house are directly re-
sponsible for delinguency in children, as
home conditions make their impressions
‘I-::un the child before he comes under the
Influence of others. Famed as an imi-
tntor, the child patierns its behavior on
that of the adults of the houses.
eeonomic conditions in the home,” she
said, “Aare not so important asthe PEyChin-
logical conditione, Clinle studies reveal
n much emaller number of dellnguents
coming Trom our homes than from homes
where parenta are (ly-polsed and the
general paychologicsl conditions are bad,

“Parental and pre-school education,”
said Dr. Blanchard, “is the real moves
ment of the dey. Educnte the parents nng
they will eee that thelr childrem have
the right Influences and conditions In
the home to make them develop into
good cltizehs, Whatever the bohaviar
tlaorder and however coveloped, the
spenker concluded, habit soon comes to
play a large part Iln Its continuanoce,
Bhe stressed the polnt that from the
crivlle to the present, and direct personal
work with each child, is the only way ta
brenk up bad habits and form new ones
which will work out for the general good
of the ¢hild and the community.”

"Bing™
wis the cholee for & second baseman be-
cause this player is handy to talk to the
pltcher, Bauman landed the initial sack
Jjob because no one else wanted 1t. Then
Bill Sweet, Tony Boyer, and Matt Bhaw
were directed to do the running around
in the outfield because of thelr apeed
and accuracy in spearing flies.

Faor the first two Ilnnings those clty
players didn't hit the ball out of the
infield while the Normal had piled up
four runs. Theh the tableg wers turned.
It wasn't Miller's fault for he kept up
his lne till the final inning of play. The
high point of the game came when Bl
Bwest caught a long fly to keep from
being hit by 1t, when Bauman waa
kidded into making n safe hit, and when
“Bing" elid into second base ripping his
trousers,

The game ended nine to fAve In favor
of the slde that didn®t happen to be C.
& K. B. Had It been, & well-establislied
precedent would have been broken.

A FEW CAUTIONS

One of the most essential palnts In
tennis 15 never to play the game when
not In the humaor for it, or when in &
state of partial physlenl exhaustion, A
player should form the habit of stop-
ping when there 18 still a dealre left for
more. Playing too much tennis at ohe
time, and too often, brings about ex-
cessive hearl strain, together with too
great a physical tenslon generally. Even
though o player le able to setend this
strain, he will inevitahly go stale, ‘This
is the greatest misforfune in tennis as
in all other forms aof athletles. A most
natural tondency for one keen about the
game i to play too much at one time,
and too frequently. He gradually knocks
the sdge off his game in this condition,
and the téennis he plays is dolng more
harm than good,

CHOICE OF AN OPPONENT

A plaver, especlally a beginner. should
alwaye seek, when possible, to play agalnst
some one better than himself or at least
a5 good, So omany beglnners play with
others weaker than themselves (o sntlsfy
a foolish wvanity for always being the
winner. A player should get out of the
habit of letting the desire to win at all
coata predominate in his practice grmes.
He would gain far more by paying atten-
tlon to the practice of strokus, especially
those In which he ia weak. Of course
this policy could be earried to an ex-
ireme which would rob the game of its
interest and fun.

DISCOTRAGEMENT MUST BE
CONQUERED

Almost every player goes through pe-
rinda of discouragement as his game de-
velops, It @s at such time thet the play-
er must get the fArmest grip on himself,
and not allow this feellng to pull him
down., As 8 matter of fact, this feeling,
in most cases s without foundation, and
entirely & mental obsession. The player
g eonvineed that months have passad
with no sign of improvement, while in
reality, an Improvement I8 going on of
which he s unconscious.

FMNTE T STRIVE FOGR

The average player should form the
habit of studying his own strokes and
the resualts they nre bringing, alwmys with
the view of bullding up his weaknesses,
He should strive for perfect form in all
his strokes and footwork, This does not
mean a8 fixed standardized style, for two
totally different styles may be eqgually
true to form. To possess true tennils
form, one must have the abillty to make
all his shots with a natural ease, a Tull,
free, easy swing, and sbove all make his
shots from the correct position. That la,
the feet should be so placed and the body
welght =0 diztributed that every shot s a
perfectly natural onme and carrles with it
no awkwardness or cramping of swing.
A player with true tennis form s always
a graceful one mnd makes his strokes
with apparently no effart,

Palse, good temper, and ocontral of
feelings are necessary to good tennis.
They are EVEN mMOre necessary than
seienee, Throwlng down one's racket and
prowling only increases one's nervous-
ness. Condition, as well as in any other
game, counts for much in tennis, but en-
durance plays an egqual part, Agllity is
especinlly necessary in tennls, Tennis is
natural, not artificial. When one has
mastered the essentinls of the game he
should fall into the style that comes
naturnlly to him

Second Demonstration
in Psychology Testing

The second public demonstration of
the tepting of the intelligence of very
young cbhildren was held on Thursday,
May 12, at the Central State Normal
Bchool, The tests were adiminlstered by
Miss Minnle Jane Merrells, Department
of Paychology and Education. The sub-
jects were Harold Probet, son of Mr. and
Mrs. H. L. Probst, and Arthur and Anna
Bauman, children of Dr. and Mra, Clair
8. Bauman.

“sonny” Probst, aged ninetesn monthe,
wias the first tested. Among the tests
glvenn were those for audition by mesns
of o telgraphic snapper and clapping the
hands behind the ears; binecular co-ordi=
nation, which 18 a test of wvilslon, In
which the baby's eyes followed moving
objects, viz. a candle and a flashlight;
and the ability to balance the hénd In
altting and standing unsupported. In all
of these tesis “Bonny” responded In a
maoat satisfactory manner.

When shown how to ring a small bell,
he wery guickly imitated the perform-
ance, and clung tensciously to the bell
during the remainder of the test. He
also demonstrated his abllity to grasp
and rub s pencil on paper, to drink from
& glass of water. and to eat brend and
milik from & spoon, although unable to
hanpele the spoon himself,

When given a plece of bréesd soaked o
vinegar, he immedistely showed his dis=
like for the taste In no uncertaln man-
ner by epltting It out, and was reluctant
to accept the lump of sugar offered him
piterward. When asked to repeat some
words, he showed reluctance, but later
volunteered several remarka suach as
“daddy, mamma, Kitty, doggy,” showing
fquite plainly that he is well able to ex-
press himself as well ns the average two-
year old.

His responses throughout were given
without hesitntion. He |s o typloal ex-
ample of what psychologists oull the
pxtrovert. The "hit"” of the alternoomn oc-
curred whem BMr. Bwoyver, & psychology
student, was ¢called to him by MMiss Mer-
rells. In implaning tones “Bonny™”
cilled, “Daddy, bye, bye™

Arthur Bauman, who was born just
fotir hours after “Bonny,"” was glven @
similar test, and responded very satis-
factarily to all. In the responses of the
twao children there was shown., however,
A very striking difference in personality.
“Sonny” responded immediately, amnd was
very ready te turn from one test to the
next, Arthur, on the other hand, showed
B declded tendency to concentrate upon
ohe aof the toyes glven him, and to ex-
mmine it thoroughly and to his oWl Sit-
isfaction before turning to anything clse,

He wms very much annoyed by the
Nashlight teat for binooular co-ordine-
tion, which interrupted his examination
of a brightly colored rattle, and his ex-
pression sald wvery plainly, “Take that
thing away and don't bother me” His

teste showed that Arthur expressed him-
self azs well as the average two-year-old.

Annn Bouman, the third subject, three
nnd & halfl years old, was born In Cal-
cutta, India. She very gulckly demon-
atrated her advance in development over
the younger boys. In using a pencll, in
recognizing pictures, In feeding herself,
and in the rhythmical manner in which
ehe rang the bell, she showed that she
hisd made good use of her etara months,
Ingtead of using lsolated words, she
formed well constructed, complete sen-
tences, and was never at a loss to ex-
press her meaning, clearly and distinetly.

After exhausting the Heuhlmoann tests
for small children, Miss Meorrells admin-
Istrated the Binet-S8imon tests for three,
four, and filve, most of which Anna
passed splendidly, ancd answered some
of the questions for the sixth and sev=
enthh years. Bome of her replies were
exceedingly originml, and a few of them
“"brought down the house,"” which did
not annoy her in the least. On being
nsked her name, she whispered to Miss
Merrells “Anne.” When requested to
speak louder so that all might hear, she
velled, "My name a8 Anpnas Bauman." An-
other time when ssked what she would
do if she were golng somewhere and
missed the street car, she replied with-
out hesltation, "I ride In Daddy's car,
I don't ride In a street ear; I just hear
them pass.” And again when guizeed
a8 to what she would do if ahe were
Playing on the street and it would rain.
She aaid, "I'm mnot allowed to play on
the street, I play on the sand pile in
the backyard and on the sldewalk. I'm
nat sllowed to play in the rain either.”
Ome or two colors she could not distin-
gulsh, but she showed superior abillty
in matching colora or recognizing that
they ware of the same shade. The curins-
ity instinct was manifest In her minute
expmination of A ratile,

To every one of the two hundred stu-
dents present these tests proved not
only Interesting., but of great practical
value for thelr future work,
