
Tvî o Committee Reports 
Dominate Last SCC Meeting 

The bi-monthly meeting of 
the S.C.C. last week was edged 
by reports from two committees. 

The food service committee 
reported that they had met with 
the head of the cafeteria and 
that some charges that the stu­
dents have asked for have been 
completed. The students are 
now getting milk at all three 
meal settings and the cafeteria 
waiting lines have been moved 
to the sides of the cafeteria so 
that students taking their trays 
out to the kitchen will not be 
hindered. Other changes needed 
in the cafeteria voiced by stu­
dents were more variety of food 
at breakfasts and the possibility 
of having something besides fish 
every Friday. 

Ken O'NeiL chairman of the 
committee, reported that these 
matters are b e i n g considered. 
However, with the price that the 
students are paying for their 
food, they should not ask for 
too much. Complaints from the 
c a f e t e r i a management were 

voiced: mixing of the salt and 
pepper shakers, stealing of dishes 
and silverware, and using ob­
scene language towards the cafe­
teria's workers. 

A motion was presented and 
passed that the executive board 
of the S.C.C. be able to use up 
to three hundred dollars for the 
construction of an office. Pre­
liminary plans have been made 
for this and the construction 
will probably be started directly. 

On a motion passed in a pre­
vious meeting, no organization 
can sponsor an activity to start 
before 9 p.m. on the first or the 
third Wednesday of each month. 
It was pointed out that this had 
been violated and any further 
violation of this would result in 
the S.C.C. dropping this organi­
zation's funds. 

Mrs. Ferguson expressed a 
need for a new social chairman 
because James Marzo is student 
teaching next semester. Anyone 
interested in this position should 
contact her or Marzo.

Skilled silversmith Dan Rein-
hold, proprietor of the Millbrook 
Art Gallery demonstrated his 
artful abilities before an over­
flow crowd at the November 
meeting of the Art Club. 

Following an orientation by 
club adviser Robert H. Johns­
ton, Mr. Reinhold delivered a 
slide lecture which traced the 
development of precious metals 
used in art from ancient times 
to the twentieth century. 

All eyes fastened on his flash­
ing hammers as Mr. Reinhold 
forged a six inch piece of ster­
ling silver into a gleaming brace­
let that would lend a touch of 
subtle elegance to any feminine 
arm. 

Mr. Reinhold's complete con­
centration as he flowed the sil­
ver reflected his years of serious 
study under renowned silver­
smith C. Leslie Smith of Allen-
town. 

Very critical of his own ach­
ievements, Mr. Reinhold believes 
that a work of art should reflect 
the style of it's creator rather 
than conform to commercialism 
which results in a work that 
appears as a product of an assem­
bly line. 

When asked if he thought a 
required course in appreciation 
of art would be of more value 

than one requiring creative pro­
jects Mr. Reinhold stated, "I am 
convinced that it would be im­
possible to learn an appreciation 
of art without at least attempt­
ing to create." He feels that, 
"Art is a total communicative 
process," and that if no rapport 
is established between the art­
ist and the viewer there can be 
no appreciation. 

Mr. Reinhold extended a sin­
cere invitation to all students to 
visit the Millbrook Art Gallery 
and advised prospective visitors 
to plan on spending at least two 
hours viewing the everchanging 
displays. 

The December meeting of the 
Art Club will host Peter Gstal-
der of Wililamsport who will 
lecture and demonstrate in the 
field of oil painting. 

Students and townspeople are 
urged to attend the club meet­
ings in the art room in Sullivan 
Hall on the first Wednesday of 
each month at 8 p.m.

Learning to g e t a l o n g wi th r o o m m a t e s a n d 
c la s smates is in s o m e w a y a preparat ion for later 
l i fe . W e learn t o be tolerant of the w i s h e s of 
o thers and d e v e l o p t h e abi l i ty t o use t a c t a n d 
controversial issues . 

T h e s e a d j u s t m e n t s , how^ever, are not i so lated 
to freshmen. A l l of us l iving in dorms or off-
c a m p u s hous ing or a t t e n d i n g c lasses mee t s i tua­
t ions •which are h a r d to adjus t to. T h e s e are 
some e l ements of conflict that h u m a n re la t ion­
sh ips bring and that w e learn t o accept in g r o w ­
i n g up . 

LITTLE MAN ON CAMPUS 

Good jazz musicians are a 
wastel 

Yes, the tragic story of many 
tremendous jazz talents can be 
seen in the review of this week's 
jazz album. D U S T Y BLUE on 
the Bethlehem Label can be 
likened u n t o that of the smell 
of cheap beer, the giggles of fast 
women, and the sight of dense, 
dreary cigarette smoke in a t w o 
bit flop house. H e n r y Magee, a 
t rumpe t - soloist of much ac­
claim, proved that commercial­
ism and true creative jazz are 
no t one in the same. 

H e n r y Magee, born in 1918, 
was a brilliant clarinetist in his 
childhood. Dur ing his late 
teens he picked up a little piano 
and learned to doodle around 
wi th the t rumpet . By 1939, 

mel hodes 

Magee had doodled around en­
ough wi th the t rumpe t tha t he 
was considered a jazz genius. 
From 1939 to 1943, Magee 
played in the biggest bands and 
was the most recorded t rumpe t 
player in the country . In the 
early forties the advent of Bop 
was seen. T o sell records, to 
stay on top, you had to play 
Bop. So, Magee played Bop. 
Magee imitated Gillespie and 
other Bop musicians; he was 
mighty poor. This was the de­
cline of a great musician. In 
this latest a lbum which is dance-
able and blue, traces of the t ry 
at Bop are quite evident. The 
beckoning call of the commer­
cial a t tempts have destroyed 
other brilliant jazz artists.

Spokesman for Cafeteria 
Explains Position on Food 

After several complaints and 
demonstrations about the meals 
served on campus an inquiry was 
made into the food situation. 

A spokesman for the cafeteria 
staff said t h a t the best well-
balanced meal that can be given 
for the amount of money the 
cafeteria receives per s tudent is 
prepared in clean, sanitary con­
ditions. This amout per s tudent 
is nine dollars a week or 42| i? per 
meal. If more money was given 
for food, he said, more food 
could be made available. 

" T h e facts concerning the 
food situation have been dis­
torted and in the short time that 
we have been here a definite im­
provement has been made in the 
quality of the food and its prep­
arat ion," the spokesman said. 

" Man y of these new improve­
ments have already been noted 
by the s tudent body. Fresh, 
whole milk is being served at all 
three meals; coffee, tea and a 

choice of desserts is now avail­
able at lunch, and more care has 
been taken to keep the dining 
room cleaner," he added. 

Realizing tha t insti tutional 
food will never compare to home 
cooked meals, the cafeteria 
spokesman said t h a t they are 
t ry ing their best " t o prepare the 
food that we serve as we would 
like and expect it served to us. 
Perhaps some of the students are 
laying a burden on the manage­
men t which they are not respon­
sible for. Each t ime a s tudent 
demands more of this and a bet­
ter grade of tha t , they should 
remember that they are paying 
only 42 i cents a meal. Where 
else could you get so much for 
so l i t t le?" 

Perhaps the Food Services 
Commit tee could look into the 
possibility of having more money 
from each student p u t into the 
food funds. This is where the 
trouble concern seems to lie.
