Stern, Former Principal, 

Replaces Gross as Elem. Head

Dr. Harvey Stern, a man with 
a wealth of experience in the 
Elementary Education field, is 
the new Director of Elementary 
Education a t Lock Haven Stale . 
Dr. Stern replaces Lydia Gross 
who retired last spr ing. 

Receiving his education at 
such institutions as Syracuse 
University and Wayne State, Dr. 
Stern obtained his Doctorate at 
the University of Michigan. For 
the past 3Vi years he served as 
the Director of Elementary Edu­
cation at Marshall University in 
Huntington, West Virginia and 
consultant in team teaching and 
non-graded schools in Charleston, 
W. Va. 

A former elementary school 
principal. Dr. Stern spent five 
years working in overseas de­
pendent s choo l s . While he was 
there, his 17 year old daughter, 
Robin, was born. Robin was a 
contributing factor in Dr. Stern's 
decis ion to accept the position 
at LHS a s she is enrolled at the 
college a s a freshman this F a l l . 

Dr. Stern described LHS as 
having a nice atmosphere of 
friendliness and co-operation. 
In reference to his own depart­
ment, he s ta ted that there exis ts 
a s t rong, excel lent , and proficient 
staff among which a concern for 
the individual s tudent is present. 

The new director views one 
of the major myths of teacher 
education today as being that 
the program should equip one 
person to teach all sub jec t s . 
This general is t ic policy, he 
feels , is unfair to the child. 
Looking to a futuristic goal. Dr. 
Stern advocates replacing the 
'self-contained teacher ' with a 
number of spec ia l ized persons 
const i tut ing a 'self-controlled 
school . ' This 'co-operative 
team' would result in a more 
opened, l e ss structured ap­
proach to teaching. 

The idea of greater flex-
ibilty in teaching is a l so found 
in his view toward Alkeley 
School. The laboratory school . 
Dr. Stern feels , is the testing 
ground for the practicality of 
new methods and techniques. 
He s ee s it as an opportunity for 
the s tudents to experiment with 
different approaches and ob­
serve the resu l t s , and in the 
process of being confronted 
with the reali t ies of a c lass­
room s i tua t ion , perhaps shake off 
some of their idealism concern­
ing teaching . 

Concerning current job opp-
ortiuiities in the elementary ed­
ucation field. Dr. Stern acknow­
ledges that fewer opportunities 
exist now than in the past; 

however, there are increased 
opportunities for men and con-
tinous openings due to a high 
turnover rate for women teachers 

v/iio leave to marry or raise 
children. He s t ressed that the 
applicant will have to go where 
the job is and persons in the 
special ized fields, for example, 
special education, early child­
hood, library sc ience , and reme­
dial reading, will have more po­
sit ions opening up to them.

Coming to Lock Haven from 
the University of Pittsburg, Dr. 
Stanton replaces Dr. Irene Russel 
as Dean of Teacher Educat ion. 
Although he has only reveiwed 
the program superfical ly. Dr. 
Stanton feels it has the potential 
for becoming a model program of 

quality teacher education. 
Revisions have already 

started in some areas and more 
changes will occur throughout 
the se.Tiester. Dr. Stanton feels 
compentency based education 
must be explored more fully and 
early experience with children 
is e s sen t i a l . He hopes students 
and faculty can work together 
and s h a r e the i r e x p e r i a n c e s 
and o p i n i o n s . 

Dr. S tanton did h i s under­
g radua te work at High Poin t 
C o l l e g e in North C a r o l i n a . He 
r e c e i v e d h i s Mas te r s degree 
from E a s t Ca ro l i na U n i v e r s i t y 
and a P h . D . from the Un ive r s i t y 
of South C a r o l i n a .

r e f e r r e d to the Office of Student L i f e . Y e s , 
t h i s is the LHS c a m p u s . Howeve r , the name 
of the s t u d e n t s e r v i c e office has been 
c h a n g e d to e n c o m p a s s a new a p p r o a c h to 
h a n d l i n g s t u d e n t ' s p r o b l e m s . 

T h e c h a n g e begins wi th the a b o l i t i o n 
of the p o s i t i o n s of the Dean of Men and 
D e a n of Women. " I t is an ou tda ted con­
c e p t , " e x p l a i n s Miss H e i m l i c h , who is 
s e r v i n g as the A s s i s t a n t Dean of S tudent 
L i f e . The new facul ty member s t a t e d that 
the office of S tudent Life is a n a t t empt 
to combine s e r v i c e s to men and women . 
It is now o b s o l e t e to have s e p e r a t e coun ­
s e l i n g for men and women, e s p e c i a l l y today 

Working under D r . Bone are Miss Nich­
o l s o n , and Dean R h o d e s , who is A s s o c i a t e 
Dean for Student S e r v i c e s . 

Miss Nicholson d e s c r i b e s her job as 
a combina t ion of the pos i t ion of the Dean 
of Men and Dean of Women. She s e r v e s as 
the d i r e c t superv i sor of ai l a s p e c t s of s t u ­
dent l i f e . 

D e a n Rhodes is the A s s o c i a t e D e a n 
for S tuden t S e r v i c e s . Under h i s j u r i s d i c t i o n 
fa l l s a l l of the s t u d e n t se rv ice o r g a n i z a t i o n s 
on c a m p u s . T h e s e include the depa r tmen t 
of c o u n s e l i n g , p l a c e m e n t , hea l t h cen t e r 
f inancia l a i d s , e t c . T h e r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s 
of the va r ious d i r ec to r s of the s e r v i c e s are 
s e l f - e x p l a n a t o r y , however , the p o s i t i o n s

Overseas Grad 

Study Offered 

In May, 1972, the 1973-74 
competition for grants for gradu­
ate study abroad offered by the 
U S Government under the Ful-
bright-Hays Act and by foreign 
donors was officially opened by 
the Institute of International Ed­
ucation. Now, only a few more 
weeks remain in which qualified 
graduate students may apply for 
one of the 590 awards which are 
avai lable. 

Full Grants, which provide 
round-trip transportation, tuition 
and maintenance for one academic 
year, are available to 29countries, 
U S Government Travel Grants 
are offered to 11 countries and 
foreign donors provide awards to 
14 countr ies . 

Candidates must be u S cit i­
zens at the time of application, 
hold a bachelor 's degree or its 
equivalent by the beginning date 
of the grant, have language ability 
which meets with the demands of 
the proposed study projects, and 
good health. Preference is given 
to applicants between 20 and 35 
years of age .
