Defeat Strong Dickinson Reserve Eleven to the Tune 
of 17 to 3; Jimmy Smith, Paul Smith 

and Geedy Stars

SMITH RUNS 6a YARDS FOR A TOUCH DOWN

Coach Ingalls’ football tnam handed 
the plucky Dickinson Reserves Eleven 
a 17 to 3 defeat on the Eckels Field 
last Saturday. -

Jimmy iStmath’s and Paul .Smith’s 
touchdowns along with Geedy’s suc­
cessful goal from the field caused the 
downfall of ‘'Pat” Murphy’s reserves, 
after a brilliant three-pointer in the 
opening minutes of play.

Paul Smith kicked off for the Red 
and Blue “grids” and sent the ball to 
Dickinson’s 20-yd. line. The Dickin­
son- squad advanced the ball during 
the first quarter to the Red and Blue’s 
20-yd. line and Red. and Wfhite quar­
ter-back placed a neat drop kick over 
the posts for the first score of the 

■game.
.Capt. Gilbert and' his men came 

back strong in the beginning of the 
second quarter by rushing the ball of 
the Red and White's 25-yd. line where 
quarter-back Geedy tied the score by 
the use of his educated toe, in drop­
ping one from a different angle over 
the bar.

Btoth teams showed lots', of pep and 
fight in the first half but at the open­
ing of the second half the Red and 
White warriors were unable to stop 
the terrific gains in yardage brought 
about by the end rims .¡of J. Smith 
and Hockersmith. Paul Smith snatch­
ed a pass from the atmosphere and 
carried it around the left side for the 
initial 6 pointer of the contest while 
Geedy added the other point by a suc­
cessful kick. This gave Coach In- ' 
galls’ team a 7 point lead over the vis­
itors. After the first touchdown the 
Dickinson eleven tightened’ up and 
carried the leather oval deep in to 
Shippensburg’s territory in the clos­
ing minutes of. the third quarter. The 
opening plays of the fourth quarter 
found the line of scrimmage near the 
Dickinson goal and several times they 
threatened to cross but the Normal 
-line was unbreakable and held them 
for downs, Shippensburg punted far 
into the opponents’ field and held 
them for three downs with Dickinson 
punting on the flcurth. Smith received 
the ball and. sprinted to the .40-yd. 
line where Dickinson’s half-back made 
a flying tackle which brought the 
flashy "¡Shippensburg full-back down. 
“Jimmy” .Smith had his leg badly in­
jured in this play and it was thought 
at first that it would necessitate his 
removal but his fighting spirit kept 
him' in his place.

Dickinson again started a march for 
their goal only to be stopped by the

sensational play of the day made by 
“Jimmy” Smith who intercepted a 
lengthy toss. He made a wild dash 
around left end through a rugged 
field of the Dickinson outfit and final­
ly dodged the gigantic leap, of the 
safety man as their last .effort to stop 
him and crossed the line for 6 more 
counts but fell down completely ex­
hausted and had to be carried from 
the field to the gymnasium. Geedy’s 
kick was blocked Jmt as the Red and 
White squad was off sides the point 
was counted. This was the last score 
of the fray despite the fact that the 
Red and Blue boys werde going strong 
for another touchdown when the final 
blast was blown.

Coach Ingalls' aggregation played a 
splendid offense game and was far' 
superior to their rivals. Charley War­
ren, full back for the Dickinson Re­
serve and former star on the Red ana 
Blue eleven here two years ago, play­
ed exceptionally good football and 
out classed his running mates in all 
quarters, of the contest. The Dickin­
son Reserves were penalized . many 
times for off side playing while the 
Shippensburg squad went through 
with few penalties. Every member of 
Shippensburg’s machine played a good 
game of football. Paul Smith, hefty 
full-back, smashed through the line 
for a gain most every time .he was 
called on. Boots Shuler, snapper- 
back and Steve Sell, veteran left tack­
le,. helped stop .some .of Dickinson’s 
onward marches'. ¡Cliff Smith and Edr 
die Hays, running mates on the end 
job, displayed clever spilling by get­
ting the visitors back quarjed. , Don 
Ritter and ¡Olair Smith showed up 
well on the line by making the open­
ing when they were needed and clos­
ing them on the defense. Capt. Gil­
bert played his old time game despite 
the fact that he was- sent in to play 
at the right tackle position. Fossil- 
man, who played his first game fas-t 
Saturday, made a commendable show­
ing.
