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WHERE IS CALIFORNIA?
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LOOK AT THE MAP

The Tenth Normal School District includes Washington,
Greene, Fayette and Somerset Counties. When the School was
finally secured for California the leaders of that day planned
more wisely than they knew, because the development of the
coal and steel industries in this vicinity have made California
the geographical center of the population in Western Pennsylva-
nia. It is located twenty miles from Uniontown, twenty miles
from Waynesburg, twenty-five from Washington, and only
ten miles from Charleroi. Parts of Allegheny and Westmore-
land Counties contribute many students to the enrollment. Many
graduates find positions in these very desirable counties where
there are many school systems. The school is situated but a
few blocks from the Pennsylvania station, and a good paved
road leads from the ferry from the station known as East
California on the New York Central lines. Excellent train
service is maintained between Pittsburgh and California on both
sides of the river, Many trains leave the Union Station, Pitts-
burgh, daily for California. New trains now running between
Fairmont and Pittsburgh have opened up a new section of
Greene and Fayette Counties. Many day students attend from
the vicinity of Rice’s Landing and other points along the river.

The “Good Roads Movement” has made it possible to reach
California by automobile from all directions, and this movement
is only in its infancy. There are at least two good roads from
California to the National Pike; one by way of Malden, the
other by Coal Centre, Daisytown, and Centerville.

In recent years the demand has been growing for the mem-
bers of the Senior class to go out as substitutes for a few days
when regular teachers are ill or off duty. The convenience of lo-
cation has made it possible for the Normal to serve a large
number of schools in this district during the last year.

California has no saloons, three good churches, paved
streets, and many good stores. It is a most desirable residence
town on account of its superior educational facilities. Many
families are attracted here in order to educate their children.
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HISTORY

The Southwestern State Normal School is the outgrowth of
an Academy first opened in 1852. It is located at California,
Woashington County, Pennsylvania, on a site well chosen for the
great educational work which the school was destined to carry oty
The town, which was founded in 1849 by a company of six men,
who gave it the name suggested by the discovery of gold in
California state in that year, is noted for its beauty, its cleanness,
and the excellence of its educational facilities. Many municipal
improvements have been made in recent years, such as street
paving, electric lighting, sewering, etc., and some handsome edi-
fices have been erected, including a fine new station, two of the
bank buildings, and two of the largest business blocks in the
valley, and a number of handsome churches. California attracts
families seeking good educational advantages, together with the
conveniences, culture, and comfort of a residence town. The
private residences recently built are in keeping with the imposing
new business houses, and the town is rapidly becoming one of
beautiful homes. No saloons have been opened in the town or
within several miles of it. ’

In 1865 the Academy was chartered by the State as the
“Southwestern Normal College.” August 26, 1868, the corner
stone of the present main building was laid. The principal ad-
dress on this occasion was made by General John W. Geary, then
Governor of Pennsylvania. On May 26, 1874, the “Southwest-
ern State Normal College” became, by state authority, the South-
western State Normal School for the Tenth District, composed of
the counties of Washington, Fayette, Greene and Somerset, and
the first class of two members was graduated in the following
year.

The school now occupies a group of seven buildings. The
Main Building was first used in 1870; the North Hall in 1874;
the South Hall in 1876; Science Hall in 1892; the Gymnasium
in 18094 ; and the Laundry and Power Buildings in 1899. The
last building to be erected is the Dixon Hall, used as a dining
hall and dormitory, and was completed and first used at the be-
ginning of the fall term of 1907. It is 132 feet in length and 8o
feet in width, and occupies a commanding site just south of

South Hall. The first story space is used chiefly for a dining
hall, accommodating about 500 persons, and a kitchen with nec-
essary rooms attached, The second and third stories provide
dormitory rooms for one hundred lady students and teachers.
The basement story is used for class rooms and storage. In all
the buildings of the school is to be found every modern im-
provement, such as electric lights, steam heat, running water, etc.

The campus contains 12 acres and is made most attractive
by flowers, grass, shrubbery, shade trees and well constructed
grounds for games, such as tennis, basketball, baseball and foot-
ball.

Under the new code, State Ownership of Normal Schools
became possible. The Legislature of 1913 appropriated $100,000
to be devoted to this purpose.- $25,000 of this money was ap-
portioned by the State Board for the purchase of the South-
western State Normal School.

May 20, 1913, the stockholders of the Institution voted to
accept the proposition of the State Board for the purchase of
the Institution, and the dissolution of the corporation. Febru-
ary 17, 1914, committees representing the Board of Trustees
and the State Board of Education signed the agreement, which
received the approval of the Governor. On May 7, 1914, the ac-
tual transfer took place. A State Board of Trustees, consisting
of nine members, who will conduct the business affairs of the In-
stitution in the name of the Commonwealth, has been appointed
by the State Board of Education. The State of Pennsylvania
will never forsake these Institutions which have been taken un-
der its fostering care. Increased appropriations with a corres-
ponding efficiency will mark a new era in the development of the
Institution.

The Legislature of 1917 appropriated a large sum of money
for the payment of indebtedness of State-owned Normal
Schools. At the present time the indebtedness of the Normal
School is reduced to approximately $37,500 worth of bonds,
The maintenance appropriation was "increased .to $16,000 per
year, and the State Board of Education awarded $32,000 to the
Southwestern State Normal School for much needed improve-
ments. With this increased support from the State the plant’s
physical condition has been greatly improved.

A “unit” represents a year’s study in any subject in a sec-
ondary school constituting approximately a quarter of a full
year’s work.

(This statement is designed to afford a standard of measure-
ment for work done in a secondary school. It takes the four-
year High School course as a basis and assumes that the length
of the school year is from thirty-six to forty weeks, that a
period is from forty to sixty minutes in length, and that the study
is pursued for four or five periods a week ; but, under ordinary
circumstances, a satisfactory year’s work in any subject cannot
be accomplished in less than one hundred and twenty sixty-

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minute hours or their equivalent. Schools organized on a differ-
ent basis can nevertheless estimate their work in terms of this
unit.)

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SUBSTITUTIONS

In the Third Year in addition to Psychology, Literature,
History of the United States, Geography, Physiology and
School Sanitation, Methods in History and Geography, Chem-
istry and Physical Training as now required, there shall be in-
_cluded one of the following: Cicero, French, German, Solid
Geometry and Trigonometry, Geology and Astronomy, Econo-
mics or any two half-units of Rural School Management,
Methods of Teaching Special Subjects, Hand and Basketry work.

CONDITIONS OF ADMISSION

1. Properly certified gradutes of approved Pennsylvania
High School of the first grade and city High Schools as listed by
the Department of Public Instruction, shall be admitted to the
third year of the Four Years’ Course of the State Normal
Schools without examination, and be conditioned in the branches
that have not been satisfactorily completed by such students.

2. Properly certified graduates of approved Pennsylvania
High Schools of the second grade shall be admitted to the second
year of the Four Years’ Course of the State Normal Schools
without examination, and be conditioned in the branches that
have not been satisfactorily completed by such students.

3. Properly certified graduates of approved Pennsylvania
High Schools of the third grade shall be admitted to the first
year of the Four Years’ Course of the State Normal Schools
without examination and be conditioned in the branches that,
have not been satisfactorily completed by such students.

4. A person who desires to be admitted to the second
or third year without having previously attended an accredited
_High School, must have a certificate of a commissioned Super-
intendent of Schools, showing that he has pursued the branches
of the first year or the first and second years with his standing
In those branches, or must pass a satisfactory examination by the
Faculty in said branches, or be conditioned in them. But the
Studies in which anyone is conditioned under this rule or any of
the rules shall not foot up more than 120 weeks.
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5. If the Faculty of any State Normal School or the State
Board of Examiners decide that a person is not prepared to pass
an examination by the State Board, he shall not be admitted to
the same examinations at any other State Normal School during
the same school term. '

6. If a person who has completed the State Board Exam-
inations- required for admission to the classes of any year at
any State Normal School desires to enter another Normal
School, the Principol of the School at which the examination
was held shall send the proper certificate to the Principal of the
school which the person desires to attend. Except for the rea-
son here stated, no certificates setting forth the passing of any
studies at a State Normal School shall be issued.

7. Candidates for graduation shall have the opportunity of
being examined in any higher branches, including vocal and in-
strumental music, double entry bookkeeping and all studies com-
pleted by them shall be named in their certificates. Persons wha
have been graduated may be examined at any State Board Ex-
amination in any higher branches, and the Secretary of the
Board of Examiners shall certify on the back of their diplomas
as to the passing of the branches completed at said examination.
No certificate or diploma is valid for teaching except the one
regularly issued by the State Board of Examiners to regular
graduates shall be issued by any State Normal School or any
person connected with any such school.

& A certificate setting forth the proficiency of all appli-
cants in all studies in which they desire to be examined by the
State Board of Examiners shall be prepared and signed by the
Faculty and presented to the Board. Studies that have been
completed at a high school shall be distinguished by the words
“high school” or the initials “H. S.” A separate list of each
class shall be prepared for the use of the examiner, together with
a separate list of students conditioned in any branch, with the
branches in which they were conditioned, in the grades shall
be indicated in every list where substitution is made or extra
branches are taken.

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COURSES IN INSTRUCTION

I. LATIN

The regular course covers four years and prepares directly
for more advanced college work.

I. Latin 1. A preparation for Cesar. This class aims to
enable students to read Caesar intelligently and with pleasure. It
is desired that each student have a good knowledge of English
before taking up this work, that he may, in the shortest possible
time, master all the regular inflections and all common irregular
forms, understand the fundamentals of syntax, and acquire a
good working vocabulary. There are daily drills in translating
from Latin to English, as well as from English to Latin,

II. Latin 2. Text books form 1917-18, Miller and Beeson
Second Year Latin, and the composition books based upon it.
The year’s work covers a thorough grammar review and one
lesson a week of elementary prose composition. Emphasis is
placed upon the reading at sight, both in the regular class period
and in examinations. :

TII. Cicero. Four Orations against Catiline. The Mani-
lian Law, Archias. Sight reading of Marcellas, or of selections
from Ovid’s Metamorphoses and the like. Prose composition
based in Cicero.

IV, Virgil. Books I-IV are read, but Book V is covered
extensively rather than intensively. This course involves the
mastery of the elements of Prosody, special grammatical con-
structions, and a grammar review, a study of the literary and
historical allusions, and advanced prose compositiin in connected

discourse.

II. PROFESSIONAL COURSES

First Year. School Management. In this course emphasis
is placed upon the development of routine school work, on meth-
ods and devices in school and class room organization, on meth-
ods of securing and holding attention, on school discipline, on
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the relation of the arrangement of the school room and grounds
to efficient school work, on the disposition of the teacher’s time
and her rela‘tlons to the higher school authorities. The ethics
of the teaching profession are also studied. Practical work is

given in program making and in the arrangements of records
and reports.

School Law is studied with the idea of giving the student a
knowledge .of the ger}era‘l organization of the State School Sys-
tem. Spec(;a(li emphasis is placed upon the law as it relates to the
rowers and duties of teachers and their relations t
boards and superintendents. W

. Se'cond Year. Methods. This course includes a detailed
discussion of the factors which affect methods of teaching:
cfirst, the nature of the child; second, the preparation outlook.
mterests‘ and attitude of the teacher; third, the kind é)f schooi
as to size, location, grading, supervision, equipment, special
teachers, nationality and ideals of the communnity. ’

The different kinds of thoughts and feelings are
studied. Enough of physiological psychology is given that the
student may know of the relations of the nervous system and
other parts of the body to thoughts and feelings. In dynamic

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Fourth Year. History of Education, Attention is given to
the development of educational thought. The influence of such
leaders as Rousseau, Pestalozzi, Herbart, Froebel and Spencer
are studied in detail. The origin of common schools, the organi-
zation of state school systems, and the progress of universal free
education are thoroughly studied. Original investigations of
present-day influences in education, the study of N. E. A. reports,
of State and National official reports, and of educational maga-
zines and newspapers is continued throughout the course, so
that the student may see at first hand the influence of educational
ideas and may be taught to use educational literature.

SOCIOLOGY

tions are conducted. Reading and reports form a part of the
_ The course in sociology is largely a study of social condi-

tions in Southwestern Pennsylvania with reference to their in-
fluence upon the work of the school. The peoples, industries,
customs and institutions are studied at first hand. Investiga-
work. The idea kept in mind continually is the relation of the
school to society and the effects of social and industrial conditions
upon the school.

ETHICS
The course in ethics continues certain features of the course
of Sociology since public morality constitutes a part of the work
of the class. This forms a basis for practical reading of Civics.
Methods of teaching morals in school are considered. The moral
relations of public and private conduct are studied.

€HILD STUDY

The purpose of this course is to give prospective teachers
a practical knowledge of the physical and mental natures of
school children. The study is developed from the evolutionary
standpoint, showing that mental and moral characteristics de-
velop gradually and that they can be directed by the teacher.
Hereditary influences are investigated. The students work in-
dividually on exercises and carry out simple experiments. More
complex mental measurements are carried on by the instructors
and results explained to the class. In much of the work children
are the actual basis of study.

EGn'insh G.rammar. The terminology of Maxwell’'s School
rammar is followed in the class room.
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The course in methods of teaching English in the grades
covers one-third of the school year. This includes the comple-
tion of the text by Carpenter, Baker and Scott in connection with
supplementary work from Chubb’s and Goldwasser’s texts on
“Methods of Teaching English.” Individual assignments from
current educational writings are a part of the regular schedule
of work. The discussion of plans for the presentation of subjects
‘and the making and the correcting of plans in the class room
are emphasized with the aim of developing the ability to select
and organize material for grade work.

One-third of the time is devoted to oral and written com-
position, the basis of which is CURRENT EDUCATIONAL
LITERATURE. Errors made in the class room are corrected
by the systematic use of the NOTE BOOK which is co-ordi-
nated with the MANUAL by ROYSTER-THOMPSON. This
Text also furnishes definite standards by which pupils are
taught methods of grading and marking errors in written work.

DEPARTMENT OF EXPRESSION AND ORATORY
The course of study offered by the Department of Ex-
pression and Oratory furnishes a means of education and cul-
ture. When taken together with the regular course of the school,
it amounts to a liberal education.

Literature is the universal means of expression; the voice
its natural instrument.  There is no greater factor for the build-
ing of character than the reading of good literature, but the re-
sults are infinitely greater from the constant effort to interpret

the spirit of that literature.

Civics

The aim of the work in civics is to fit the student for effi-
cient citizenship. To this end the largest part of our time is

- put upon the right duties and obligations of citizens, including

the students themselves, and these mainly as related to their own
community, for the study of government should begin at home.
In this work we use as a guide such new books as Dunn’s, Nida’s
and Beard’s. The framework of the State government is studied
with especial attention to the State administrative department,
whose various activities touch life at so many points now that no
person ignorant of them can be an intelligent citizen. Finallly,
the machinery of our national government as planned a cen-

- tury or more ago is taken up, and is followed by a study of the

Ways in which it actually does its work today—how it serves the
People and is controlled by them. By thus beginning at home
in the center of the student’s experience ‘and leading outwards,
he obtains an ever-widening concept of his duties, until he final-
y sees himself a responsible citizen of the United States,

UNITED STATES HISTORY

The problems in teaching History are: first, what history
shall be taught, and second, how shall it be presented ?
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Under the first head the classes in Methods of Teaching the
History of the United States, take up the following points:

(a) For primary grades, the selection and use of stories
of primitive people, suitable stories from the lives of great men,
simple stories of a few groups of early settlers, and the simplest
phases of pioneer life in Western Pennsylvania.

(b) For intermediate grades, plans for teaching four large
divisions of history material are considered, i. e. (1) the work of
explorers; (2) typical settlements throughout the United States;
(3) the great roads along which our people have moved west-
ward, and (4) local history.

Under “How to Present History,” the following topics are
discussed :

When and how to use oral instruction.
How to teach the study of the text book.
How to use collateral reading.

How to make and use maps in history.
The place of biography in teaching history.
The use of literature in history.
The value of pictures, real and imagined.

V. SCIENCE

Physical Geography. This subject is taught largely from
the pedagogical standpoint. The work in the text is supple-
mented by outdoor observations. Special attention is given to
nature-study features and practical science topics of value to the
teacher.

Botany. Text used, Coulter’'s “Plant Life and Plant
Uses.” The work is conducted along modern lines. Plant analy-
sis and plant mounting is taught merely to give a general ac-
quaintance with the methods of this type of botany.

The following are some of the features receiving special at-
tention :

In order to take the above course, it is necessary that a stu-
dent have a knowledge of American history equal to that con-
tained in a High School text such as Hart’s, Muzzey’s or Mec-
Laughlin’s, Such a course is offered here in the first half of the
third year; but no student should think of taking it who does

The following topics are emphasized :
Reproduction.

Th cycle of life history (including actual observation).
Out-door studies.
The use of the microscope.

Economic values of animal food supply.
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Destructive animals.

Animals as related to health and sanitation.

Agriculture. Text used, Cromwell’s “Agriculture and
Life.” Special attention is given to the pedagogical phases of
the subject. Much supplementary work is done along practical
lines and in the study of government bulletins which are out-
lined and discussed as class requirements.

The Normal owns and operates a school garden for the
benefit of the Model School and teaching tiaining, Each senior
has charge of one or more model schools pupils in gardening one
of the plots. Prizes are awarded for superior gardens. Some
features of the work include:

Corn judging.

Tree and grape pruning.
Orchard spraying.

The Babcock milk test.

Chemistry. To the prospective teacher, (health is of the
greatest importance; under ordinary circumstances a sound body
means a vigorous mind, industrious habits and a cheerful disposi-
tion.) The study of chemistry, more than any other science,
will teach the students to appreciate properly their own bodies,
and to guard themselves against quack nostrums and question-
able remedies of daily life.

Foods, beverages, drugs and medicines are analyzed, and
helpful as well as harmful properties determined. The analysis
of water and milk; the determination of the amount of alcohol
in patent medicines, “soft drinks” and other beverages; the
search for coal-tar products; these are a few of the efforts made
to provide for the physical well-being of the students through a
knowledge of chemical laws; while the removal of stains, the
dyeing of cloth, the preparation of essence and extracts and the
determination of the nutritive value of foods are planned to
correlate with the domestic science department.
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In a word, our aim is to create, if necessary, and to foster
a real interest in the great science of chemistry; to give a
broader outlook on life, and to create a belief that every teacher
is a real and vital factory in the busy, living world, and to furn-
nish her with information by which she can keep both body and
‘mind in an alert, healthy condition. it
. Physics. Although High School students receive credit for
their work in Physics, many of them wish to review the subject
in the classes with those who have never had an opportuninty to
take the study. Much time has been devoted to laboratory
work. \

On account of the large number of girls in Normal School
the practical phases of the subject which may be included under
the head “Household Physics” has received much emphasis.

The demands of a scientific age make such subjects as
Physics and Chemistry more essential than ever before in the
equipment of an up-to-date teacher, even for the elementary
schools. So many lessons in nature study need a scientific back-
ground that there can be no argumcnt as to the value of these
studies.

VI. FINE ARTS

Value of drawing, painting and
modeling in educative power, importance and place in public
school course, relation to other subjects; study of guided and
unguided artistic expessions of children; study of different the-
ories and methods of teaching.

IX. MATHEMATICS

Algebra 1 is offered to those who have not had this subject
before entering the Normal. The course covers the usual topics

of Elementary Algebra up to quadratics.

Algebra II is required in the First Year for those who have
had before entrance the equivalent of Algebra I. This course
consists of a review of the topics of the preceeding course fol-
lowed by a more thorough study of the remaining topics through
simultaneous quadratics and the theory of exponents.

Algebra 11 1is required of those who take Algebra I during
their first year or who have not had the equivalent of Algebra
IT before entrance.

Plane Geometry. The usual theorems found in any
standard text are studied, together with a few originals and as
many problems as time will permit.

The course in Solid Geometry is elective, and may be taken
in either the third or fourth year of the Course. Itincludes the
usual theorems together with a few originals and as many prob-
lems as time will permit.

The course in Solid Geometry is elective, and may be taken
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in either the third or fourth year of the Course. It includes the
usual theorems of any good text, supplemented by many prac-
tical problems in mensuration of solids, with particular emphasis
upon the development of the formulas used.

Trigonometry follows the preceding course and may be
elected by any one who has had Solid Geometry either here or
elsewhere. Emphasis is placed in this subject upon the solution
of right and oblique triangles, and of problems from various
sources which involve the solution of triangles.

' In the Senior Year, one-hali year is devoted to a practical
review of Arithmetic with special emphasis upon the Methods of
Teaching the subject. A special text, Klapper’s “Methods of
Teaching Arithmetic” has been used to good advantage. The
course of study in the grades and the subject matter for prob-
lems in industrial and commercial life have been discussed. The
aim of the course is to strengthen the weak places in the stu-
dent’s preliminary education and to give a broad outlook upon
the demands of the subjects in the common schools.

X. VOCAL MUSIC

Students who expect to complete the course in Voice must
arrange their work for the following studies. The work, how-
ever, will be flexible to a certain extent to suit the individual
needs of the pupil:

Very choice song material is used, which is endorsed by the
best singers and teachers. Pupils are urged to sing some of the
Italian, French, and German songs in their original language.
Concert, oratorio, and opera songs are given to those most

capable.

Vocal exercises are given to develop agility and fluency,
and the usual drudgery in this line is avoided. The same time
used for a vocal exercise can be better spent upon a suitable song
which will be of some use in the future. The equipment of
practice rooms, the variety of subjects taught, the assistance 'of
a song coach, and the many opportunities for public appearances
both in school and neighboring towns, make this a school of mu-
sic well worth considering. i

Song recitals are frequently given and seniors must give a

 special recital before receiving a diploma.

XI. PIANO DEPARTMENT
Beginners and those not far advanced are especially wel-
come, as they possess few or none of the bad habits of perform-
ance which are so easily formed by wrong teaching or careless
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practice, and which prove in many cases almost insurmountable
obstacles to high cultivation; they, therefore, receive more rap-
idly the correct fundamental principles, and, can, as a rule, make
steady and rapid progress uninterrupted by the tedious progress
of unlearning bad habits.

Candidates for graduation will be required to satisfy a
Board of Examiners in the following tests:

(a) Major and harmonic minor scales, the hands com-
mencing a third, sixth, eighth, or tenth apart; and chromatic
scales commencing a major or minor, major or minor sixth, or
minor tenth apart; all in similar and contrary motion. Melodic
minor scales will be required in similar motion only, an
eighth apart.

{

(b) Major and chromatic scales in double thirds in similar
motion only.

(c) Major, harmonic and melodic minor, and chromatic
scales in double eighths in similar motion, the hands commencing
an eighth apart. Scales in double eighths in contrary motion in
major keys only, both hands commencing on the key note.

(d) Arpeggios of major and minor common chords and
their inversions, and dominant seventh of their inversions, in
similar and contrary motion, the two hands to play the same
position of the chord.

All the scales and arpeggios, as above stated, to be played
with legato and staccato touch—four octaves in similar motion
and two octaves in contrary motion, except scales in double
eighths, which are to be played in three octaves in similar motion
and two octaves in contrary motion. The staccato touch to com-
prise both fingers and hand staccato (except scales in double
thirds and double octaves, which will be required with hand
staccato only). The scales are to begin on the highest or
lowest note, at the discretion of the teacher.

Candidates for graduation must be prepared to play be-
fore the Examiners the following compositions: One piece from
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list A, one piece from list B, and four pieces from list C. The
compositions in lists A and C must be played from memory.
Equivalent for list C will be accepted, at the discretion of the
Director.

HARMONY

The work in harmony is conducted with this object con-
stantly in view; to develop in the student the capacity to think
music, that is, to understand and recognize melody, harmony and
rthythm as conscious and definite elements of his thought. To at-
tain this object, melody is taken as the starting point, and the
student is taught in progressive order to create his own melodies,
to develop through the medium of melody, a definite feeling for
the characteristic quality of each harmony, and to employ cor-
rectly all the harmonies (in the various chord formation) in the
harmonization of melodies, both original and given. The con-
scious musical fact is emphasized in each step more than the
written symbol. Hence, instead of learning first the formal and
dry rules for writing and then writing merely by rule, the student
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is, from the beginning, made acquainted with music as a real and
thinkable something, the necessity for certain rules ‘thus be-
coming logically apparent.

This process of making music an audible fact in the stu-
dent’s thought, rather than a merely visual fact on paper—of
hearing music before writing it—is carried on through every
step in harmony, counterpoint and composition. Candidates for
graduation must have had not less than one year of harmony.

HISTORY OF MUSIC

This course is required of all candidates for the diploma
from the Department of Music. It consists of thirty lectures on
the general development of music, Practical illustrations of the
lectures are given in the class-room by the Victrola or actual per-
formance by members of the faculty. Candidates, in addition to
this, must present a copy in ink of one piece by each of the
great masters. These copies must include all, signs of legato
staccato, slurs, pedal marks, and words indicating tempo or de-
livery. The student must be able to explain to the Board of Ex-
aminers all such marks found in these compositions.

SCIENCE OF MUSIC
This course includes the study of Harmony, Counterpoint,
Fugue, History of Music, Musical Form, Orchestration and
Composition. Candidates for graduation must have had at least
two years of piano.

XII. TRAINING DEPARTMENT

The Model School is the center of activity throughout the
Senior Year. This is a work shop where theory is translated into
practice. Seventy of the Seniors teach during each half of the
year. Many of them teach two or three periods per day; some
teach one and observe one. Every apprentice teacher has an op-
portunity to gain first-hand knowledge of child life. 160 children
have taken advantage of the opportunities offered in this school.
Our Training School has received the patronage of pupils from
Pittsburgh and Brownsville as well as from the immediate vi-
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cinity of the Normal School. A special feature of the work
this. year has been the weekly sales of Thrift Stamps.” This
has given valuable training in Arithmetic and business as well as
in economy.

The work of observation in the third year class has been
carried on in four groups. Each group observes a lesson taught
by one of the regular teachers, after which a report of the les-
son is carefully prepared, and given to the critic teacher. A
week later the same group returns to that teacher for a period
of consultation and discussion concerning these reports, When
these students become seniors they will have a thorough under-
standing of what is expected in the Training School, and how
the regular teachers obtain the results which they desire. The
curriculum followed in the Model School is closely patterned af-
ter the State Course of Study published by the Department of
Public Instruction.

. Teachers and directors from this district are invited to in-
spect the various departments of this school. Its aim is to ren-
der the greatest amount of service possible, not only to the stu-
dents in the school, but to teachers in the district.

A new feature in the Training School has been the lessons
taught before the third year class by heads of departments in the
Normal School. These lessons have formed a connecting link
between the Methods work of the Normal School and the prac-
tical Training of the Model School. No school exercise has
been more valuable to these prospective teachers than the Wed-
nesday afternoon Observation and Consultation periods.

When the Superintendents and Principals visited the Nor-
mal ip February, a splendid exhibit of school work of every va-
riety was the center of their interest.

KINDERGARTEN

The four years works in the Kindergarten has further dem-
onstrated the value of such work in the Normal School. The
kind of training that it offers to the students desiring that work
is of a high order. An average of 40 girls has been enrolled in
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the Kindergarten. A number of girls who are anxious to make
this sort of work a life work, have an opportunity to take their
training in this department. Besides being a feeder for our
Training School, the Kindergarten will turn out a very creditable
product for Kindergarten work in public schools of the State.
Children are admitted between the ages of 4 and 6 on condition
that they continue to attend the Training School when they are
old enough.

The work consists of plays, games songs and stories, drama-
tization and' work including paper cutting and folding, clay
modeling, and many other forms. Visitors are always much in-
terested in this line of work. Prospective students who desire
training work in this branch of the Model School should cor-
respond with the Principal relative to the matter.

-XIII. DOMESTIC SCIENCE

The department of Domestic Science was opened on the sec-
ond floor of Science Hall in the fall of 1913, Three rooms
are devoted to this work. The sewing room contains two sew-
ing machines, a cutting table, ironing board and tables for indivi-
dual work for 24 girls. The kitchen consists of 24 fully equipped
outfits, with one regular range. In the dining room meals are
actually served, and the students come in contact with this phase
of the work. In no department of the school has the work been
more practical, and the students have been enthusiastic in theit
praise of this sort of instruction. The department is well located
and well equipped. Children in the Training School from the
third grade up have had work in both cooking and sewing.

A feature of the year’s work has been the providing of
cookies, doughnuts, cocoa, etc., for some social occasions in the
Training School like Hallowe’en, Thanksgiving and Christmas.

In order to facilitate the work in the senior year, a text
book has been introduced which gives many valuable suggestions
to the girls and avoids a large amount of dictation that would
otherwise be necessary. The seniors of the class of 1919 have
now completed all that is offered in the four-year Normal Course
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and from this time on all students who graduate will have all
of the work. It is hoped that an additional feature may be con-
ducted in the near future which will consist of the proper care
of a bedroom including the making of beds.

An annual even of this department which is looked forward
to with great interest rby the members of the senior class is a
dinner to the Board of Trustees at their June meeting, also when
the State Board of Examiners come the girls keep open house
in order to show these men what they have accomplished during
the year.

In order to meet the expense of material, both cooking and
sewing, students are charged a fee of $2.00 per term.

XIV. MANUAL TRAINING

The large basement room under the dining room in Dixon
Hall has been equipped for the use of students in Manual
Training. A splendid course in Mechanical Drawing and wood-
work is given. The equipment of individual benches, fully sup-
plied with tools, and three power machines, including band-saws,
lathe and combination grindstone. The equipment in this depart-
ment cost about $1,000. Children in the Training School have
been making good use of the shop since it was opened. The boys
thoroughly enjoy this new method of expression.

During the past year many useful articles have been made
by the boys in the Training School for use in the school and in
the home. The largest project undertaken has been the making
of three desks for the critic teachers in the training school. The
material was furnished by the school, and the boys of the first
year have done the work. The finished product can be seen in
the Training School today. v

Normal students taking the course in Manual Training will
be charged a fee of $1.00 per term, to cover the cost of the
material. Where students desire to make any large pieée in
Wood, the actual cost of the material involved must be met in
addition to this fee, if the piece is to become personal property.
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XV. PENMANSHIP

Penmanship is the most difficult and skillful art that the
public in general is expected to acquire. It is not an inherited
but an acquired art; an art worth attaining by every man and
woman, and certainly by teachers—for they have no moral right
to place poor forms before the pupils of an impressionable age.

Our instruction is based upon the Zaner Method of arm
movement. The forms are a medium between the Spencerian of
the Nineteenth Century and the Vertical of the Nineties.

The work in Penmanship is designed to give the students a
mastery of arm movement and considered and considerable pro-
ficiency in legible, rapid and accurate writing both on the paper
and at the blackboard and to equip them with a working knowl-
edge of the fundamental principles in teaching form and move-
ment in the primary, intermediate and grammar grades.

Every one who is endowed with good health and a generous
supply of determination can learn to write well,

SUMMER SCHOOL

Beginning on July 7th 1919, the fourth Summer School un-
der the auspices of the Normal School will be conducted.

If local Supervisors, Superintendents and School Boards
co-operate properly, there is no reason why the Summer School
shouldn’t be a permanent feature of the Institution.

Many of the teachers in service should avail themselves of
the opportunity to get credit toward the new Four Year Diplo-
ma, or additional work for the high grade certificates which are
now awarded under the conditions of the new School Code.
There is no reason why these great State owned Institutions
should lie idle for ten weeks every summer. Their extensive Li-
braries, Laboratories and equipment can be put to good use in
this manner.

The Boarding Department of the Institution will be opened
at the regular rate of $5.50 per week. An enrollment fee of $5

TREE DAY
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will be charged, provided the State gives free tuition. Other-
wise the tuition will be $10 for two studies, $12 for three, and
$15 for four.

A sufficient number of the faculty of the regular school year
will form the faculty for the Summer Term. Vice-Principal
Frank Field, who is at the head of the Department of Education,
will act as Dean of the Summer School this year.

ADMISSION
GENERAL CONDITIONS

Applicatns for admission should present their credentials
from other institutions which they have attended. Blanks may
be obtained from the Principal’s office.. All work that is satis-
factorily completed in approved High Schools is credited on the
Normal Course. Subjects that have been passed with high
grades in teachers’ examinations given by County Superintend-
ents will also be credited when the certificate is presented.

PURPOSE
The function of this Normal School is to prepare and qual-

ify teachers for service in the public schools of Pennsylvania.
Two distinctive lines of work are carried on—the academic and
the professional. The academic courses are intended to broaden
the horizen of the individual and arouse his scholastic enthusiasm
and secure the highest grade of mental training and alertness.
The professional attitude, however, predominate in every depart-
ment of the school, even the special courses in music, both vocal
and instrumental, in elocution, and in the commercial subjects,
look toward the teaching profession. The more recent subjects
including Agriculture, Domestic Science, Manual Training, Me-
chanical Drawing, and the work in the Kindergarten all are con-
ducted with reference to their influence upon the prospective
teacher, and to increase his efficiency in the community which he
may serve.

FITTNESS FOR THE WORK

Good health is a prime prerequisite to entrance upon a Nor-

mal School course of study. While the work is not too ex-
haustive for a person in good health, yet those who are lacking
in physical vigor will find it to their profit to delay entrance until
they have fully recovered from all physical weakness.

The qualification of mental aptitude is as fully an essential
characteristic as mere physical health. It is always to be recog-
nized that the finest scholar does not necessarily make the most
successful teacher; but, on the other hand, the Normal School
does not pretent to form capable teachers of those who are lack-
ing either in learning or the skill to instruct and manage the
ordinary pupil of the elementary school.

Further, the board of instruction does not assume to itself
infallibility of judgment as to the fitness in individual cases. It
merely intends to look for the essential characters of alertness,
integrity, love of work, enthusiasm, inspiration, energy that nev-
er wearies, and a proper conception on the part of the teacher of
the relation of the school to the individual and the community.

DISCIPLINE

The aim of the administration is to lead students to be self-
governing. The relation which a Normal School sustains to the
State, and the guarantee of self-control which it must vouch for
in regard to its students, compel a much more rigid and careful
daily oversight of the habits of students than would be either
necessary or advisable in institutions of different character.

This school can in no measure take over the function of a
reform school. Its one disciplinary function is to offer the op-
portunity for young men and women of well defined purpose and
age to cultivate under the most favorable circumstances, habits
of good order, self-respect, and leadership. Individuals who
cannot adapt themselves to such an atmosphere will find it neces-
sary to seek other schools for their education. Fitness for the pro-
fession of teaching is the one end to be sought, and any per-
son who cannot comprehend such an ideal is a misfit.

kG VISITORS
Visitors at the Normal expecting to remain over night
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should make arrangements at the Registrar’s office or with some
of the school officials for a room, and the small charge of 25¢
will be made for such privilege. If the offices are closed, tem-
porary arrangements can be made with floor teachers.

Visitor’s tickets in the Dining Room may be obtained at
25¢ each,

EXCUSES -
No excuse will be granted for absence from the dormitories
in cases where regular work is interfered with, unless accom-
panied by a written request from parents or guardians.

Attendance at church on Sunday morning and at Vespers
on Sunday evening is required. Also attendance at Chape! dur-
ing the week and membership in the Literary Society. No ex-
cuse will be accepted for Literary performance. Occasionally
performances are postponed.

Many students seriously handicap their work by too many

visits at home. When a visit home makes it necessary to lose

all or part of a day’s work, and a large part of Monday morn-
ing’s, with probably poor preparation for all of Monday’s work,
excuses will not be granted unless a written request from a par-
ent or guardian is presented. Frequent visits are entirely too ex-
pensive in many respects. Parents should consider these mat-
ters in granting excuses.

ABSENCE FROM RECITATION

I. No excuses for absence from recitation, for any reason
whatever, will be accepted.

‘2. Absences during the first week of any term will be graded

Zero.

3. Absences subsequent to the first week of the term in:excess
of the number hereafter mentioned will be graded zero.

4. The number of absences not affecting grades will be as
follows :

In subjects reciting four or five time a week, for a term or
for a year, three absences a term.
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In semester subjects reciting four or five times a week, four
absences for the semester,
In all other subjects, five per cent of the recitations.

5. Students having a smaller number of absences than that
mentioned above, may have credits canceling an equal num-
ber of poor daily recitations.

PHYSICAL CULTURE AND ATHLETICS

The Normal Gymnasium is a large, well lighted and ventil-
ated building, fully equipped with apparatus, such as vaulting
horse, parallel bars, horizontal bar, climbing ladders, traveling
and flying rings, hand ball, board window screened for basket
ball indoor baseball, etc., a large number of tumbling mats, chest
weight machines of all kinds, spring boards, vaulting standards
and poles, punching bag, etc.

An annual event of great interest is a gymnasium exhibition
in which the students of the Normal Department give a program
of marching, dancing, club swinging, apparatus work, boxing,
plays and games. In the year 1915-16 the students organized an
Athletic Association, electing students among themselves for the
various teams, and awarding sweaters to the students who ful-
filled necessary conditions in making the athletic teams. In or-
der to represent the Institution on an Athletic Team, a candidate
must carry at least 20 hours work per week and for the week
prior to the game must have made an average of C in three-
fourths of his subjects.

A strong athletic organization in the school is the Tennis
Association, whose representatives won the championship on the
Normal courts from Indiana and Clarion at the meeting in 1915
and on the Clarion courts in 1916 and at Indiana in 1917. The
Normal possesses five courts and it is difficult to accommodate
all the students who are eager to play. It is one of the best
games for physical development. The interest in the tournament

was very great.

The Athletic Field is one of the finest grounds in this part
of the State for baseball, football and track athletics.
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The aim of the athletic work is to give every student the
chance of not only keeping in good physical health, but of build-
ing up the body by systematic training, and of overcoming the
defects brought about by careless habits of position and move-
ment; also in the vigorous games of baseball, football, etc., to
develop courage, determination, self-control, aggressiveness, self-
reliance, obedience, quickness of decision, united action as well
as agility, strength and endurance, qualities all of which are so
essential to a team member and to a large extent throughout
life.

PHYSICAL FOR WOMEN

In the physical training for young women of the school,
health and grace are considered the goal, in reaching with which
a multitude of other desirable qualities are encouraged. The
course is about equally divided between educational recreative
work, In good weather out-door games occupy the time while
during the winter months Swedish gymnastic work in hand
apparatus—for instance, clubs and wands—and games, form
each day’s program.

' This work forms a part of the regular course, and a physi-
cian’s certificate is required from any student unable to enroll in
o g:ymnasium class. New pupils are requested to wait until ar-
riving at the school before providing themselves with suits, as
un.lform suits are required and they are supplied at reasonable
Pprices at the school.

INFIRMARY

In the Fall of 1914 a new infirmary was planned and equip-
ped on the second floor of one of the dwellings owned by the
school, on the rear of the campus. Three good bedrooms, a
bathroom and a kitchen were fully equipped. 'From these rooms
there are two separate stairways, so that it would ‘be possible to

to the infirmary.
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TRAVELING STUDENTS

So many students have been traveling on the trains that the
Board of Trustees, at the suggestion of the Principal, decided to
provide better accommodations for this group. To this end a
lunch room in the basement of the North Hall has been opened,
where students may obtain, at the noon hour, at a very small
cost, some well prepared food. Soups, beans, sandwiches, pies,
coffee, cocoa, are among the things served. Lunch tickets
amounting to $1.00 are on sale in the Registrar’s office. The
amount purchased is punched out of this ticket at the lunch coun-
ter. Students wait on themselves to some extent, and return
the empty dishes to the counter. No move in recent years has
been more popular nor more needed. The school furnishes table
linen, and chairs for the students are placed in the dining room,
a good strong spigot supplying spring water for drinking pur-
poses, and in the outer room is provided wash bowls, hot and
cold water, liquid soap equipment, plate glass mirror, paper
towels, shoe brushes for the convenience of these day students.
There are days in the week when more than 160 persons pat-
ronize these new facilities. Students need not purchase any-
thing ; but most of them do. Thus far no higher charge for any
article than 5 cents have been made.

In this same basement three ironing boards have been ar-
ranged for the use of boarding students, with a three burner
hot plate and a set of ‘irons. Friday evening from three to five,
and Saturday morning from eight to ten, the girls may use these
facilities for pressing their clothes. At one o'clock Saturday af-
ternoon the young men may use the same facilities. All of this
activity is under careful supervision.

LIBRARY COURSE

1. The purpose of the Library course is to create a “Li-
brary spirit” and to develop a love of literature, as well as to
teach the use of the library. The first three years of the course
embrace the following work:

(a) Use of the catalogue, Reader’s Guide, and other in-
dexes, including bibliography.
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(b) Reference books and how to use them as tools in the
preparation of lessons. ,

(c) Diacritical marking.
(d) Our periodical literature,

(e) How to review and outline biography, drama, essays,
and fiction.

(f) How to select subject matter for debates.

(g) Study of classified list of authors and their works.

2. The Senior, or fourth year, is given over to such ad-
vanced work as will aid the students in their own school library
work, as outlined below.

This work is designed to prepare teachers, especially for
grade and rural schools, for the selection, use and care of a
school library.

(a) Preparation and selection of stories are given in the
course of study for the elementary schools of Pennsylvania.

(b) Selecting reading, and purchasing of children’s books.
(c) Mending of books, purchase and mounting of pictures.
(d) Work of State Library Commission.

(e) Cataloging of small library.

LITERARY SOCIETIES

Literary work has been fostered and aided by the strong
literary societies called the Clionian and Philomathean. Con-
Siderable rivalry exists between these two societies, and they
have vied with each other in preparing  splendid  programs
t%lroughout the past year. They promote sociability as well as
literary effort. Much of the success of California Normal gradu-
ates is due to the training in these societies. The annual contest
between these two societies is by far the most interesting event

~ of the year. Each society has prepared a special number of the

NOrrpal Review during the current year. Each has supervised a
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social given to the rest of the school. All of these activities have
been conducted in splendid fashion and the society spirit fore-
casts excellent work in the future.

At the beginning of the year the two Junior Societies were
joined into one organization meeting in the two Society Halls on
alternate Wednesday afternoons. Splendid work has been done
in this Society for the younger students.

It was thought best not to have any contest until war con-
ditions have past. Society work is required for graduation.

RELIGIOUS LIFE AT THE NORMAL

Strangers who come to this Institution for the first time are
impressed by the unusual religious atmosphere which they find.
The active Christian work of the students and the faculty is an
inspiration to every new student, The Y. M. C. A. and the Y.
W. C. A. send delegates each year to Summer Conferences.
These young people become leaders in promoting a healthy moral
atmosphere. The authorities of the school avoid everything of
a sectarian nature, but endeavor in every proper way to interest
students in Christian work. Sunday evening vesper services
have been notable in interest and power. Devotional exercises
are conducted each morning in the chapel.

SOCIAL LIFE
Several receptions are held during the school year in order

that students may learn the usages of good society. After Lit-
erary Society on Friday evenings a brief social is held in Main
Hall. Teachers and students associate freely and their relations
are most homelike and natural.

LECTURES AND ENTERTAINMENTS

During the last year the course of lectures maintained by the
school has been unusually strong. Not a weak number has ap-
peared. It is believed that these entertainments and lectures
add very much to the school life and that they aid in giving
that culture and training that are so desirable in the experience
of a prospective teacher.

A Pathescope machine has been added to the Normal
School equipment. It has enabled the school to give occasional
“Movies” on Saturday evening that have proved to be both
amusing and educational.

HOUSEHOLD DEPARTMENT

The buildings are heated by steam and lighted by electricity.
Reception rooms and parlors are conveniently located, thus fore-
going the necessity of visitors in the dormitories. Modern fire
escapes, electric alarm bells, fire hose connected with pumps and
reservoir, and night watchman give special protection against

fire.

Many improvements have been made in the last year in the
students’ rooms. They are heated, lighted, carpeted, many of
them newly papered, provided with dressing case, table, bed,
washstand and wardrobe. The nurse inspects students’ rooms
and grades them upon their condition, and any injury or damage
will be charged to the occupants.

North Parlor was entirely refurnished last summer. The
Main Hall was much improved by the laying of a tile floor in
the school colors, The dining-room, one of the finest in the
country is spacious, well ventilated, lighted by electricity and
unusually pleasant. Excellent table board has been furnished.
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Two students usually occupy each room, although a few
single rooms have been provided. During the year a splendid
infirmary has been provided. It consists of three complete and
separate bedrooms, with a kitchen and bathroom. These rooms
are so arranged that both male and female patients could be
taken care of at the same time. These rooms are approached by
stairways from the outside, and are so isolated from the rest
of the school buildings that there is no danger of it being a
source of contagion. The work of the nurse tends to prevent ill-
ness and the chances of carrying it. When students are ill, a
slight charge is made for trays sent to the rooms. The health
of the school has been remarkable during the last year. | The
nurse has charge of the relief keys and a small charge is made
for their use in order to discourage carelessness.

The Boys’ Parlor has been tastefully decorated and much
gentine pleasure has been gained by the use of a pool table in-
stalled during the last year.

Young men are given the privilege of attending picture
shows in town one evening per week.

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Except in case of a deficit in the State Aid Appropriation
the State pays the tuition of all students who are over 17 years
of age and who declare their intention to teach at least two terms
in the common schools of the State.

In case of a deficit in the State Aid Appropriation, students
at the different State Normal Schools will receive the same pro
rata share of the appropriation. No deficit has occurred in re-

cent years.

Graduates making application for a second, or permanent
diploma, should send a new health certificate with one dollar as
a fee for engrossing and mailing the diploma.

DEDUCTIONS

No deduction will be made for the last two weeks of a
term, or for the last three weeks of the spring term. Table board
will be deducted for absence for three consecutive weeks, or
longer, on account of personal sickness.

PAYMENTS

The expenses for each term are payable at the opening of
the term. Payment for part of the term will be accepted in
special cases in order to accommodate patrons.

Bills may be paid in cash, check, or post office money order.
Checks should be made payable to the order of “S. W. State
Normal School.”

Board at above rates includes fully furnished rooms, steam
heat, electric light and ordinary washing. Students furnish their
own napkins and towels. An extra charge of $1.00 per teru
will be made for material used in the chemical laboratory.
