ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

1. Graduates of secondary schools approved by the
State Department will be admitted as regular students on
presenting evidence of having completed fifteen units of
high school work.

2. A unit shall consist of not less than thirty-six
weeks of work requiring at least four periods per week of
not less than forty minutes per period or its equivalent.
(Subjects not requiring out-of-class preparation or study
shall require double time in estimating the units.)

3. Credentials of all students entering the state
normal schools shall be received and evaluated by the
normal schools and submitted to the State Department of
Public Instruction for approval.

4. Adequatc knowledge of the subject matter in the
elementary subjects will be presupposed on the part of all
students admitted to the normal schools.

5. Required units for admission:

English 3 units

Mathematics 1 unit

Science 1 unit

Social Studies 1 unit —After Sept., 1923, 2 units

Elective 9 units—After Sept., 1923, 8 units
Total 15 units

6. The holders of permanent and professional cer-
tificates will be given one unit credit toward admission as
regular students to the normal schools for each subject of
high school grade written on the certificate.

7. Advanced credit will be given for equivalent
courses in approved teacher training institutions, but no
student may obtain a normal certificate without a mini-
mum residence of one year.

8. High school subjects will be available for those
who have not had the opportunity to get these in their
locality.

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CURRICULA OF PENNSYLVANIA NORMAL
SCHOOLS

Students may select one of four curricula.

The four curricula that are offered to students have
been organized upon the principle that teaching in the
elementary schools can be classified into sufficiently
definite types to require specialization. Each curriculum
prepares for a specific type of teaching position.

The two years’ work of the normal school is divided
into four semesters. The work of the first semester is
the same for all students. A large purpose of the work
of the first semester is to acquaint students with the re-
gquirements for successful teaching in the different grades
so that they may be able to decide intelligently in what
grade or grades they prefer to teach. The course entitled
“Introduction to Teaching”, which includes observation
and participation in the training school, is especially de-
signed to aid students in a wise selection of a curriculum.

At the end of the first semester students are asked to
select one of the four curricula for the purpose of special-
izing in a specific field of teaching. The work of each
curriculum must be completed in its entirety. Students
may be granted the privilege of changing from one curri-
culum to another only on condition that the prescribed
courses of any curriculum so selected must be completed
before a certificate of graduation is granted.

THE TRAINING SCHOOL

THE TRAINING ScHOOL. The training school is the
pivotal point of all the work of the normal school. It
functions as a laboratory for every department of the
school and articulates with peculiar intimacy with the De-
partment of Education.

OBSERVATION AND ParTiCiPATION. Although student
teaching is confined to the senior year, junior students
are given frequent opportunities for participation in the
work of the training school and observation of expert
teaching in the training school is a feature of all the
courses in education and of many other courses through-
out the curricula. One critic teacher is assigned to each
two class-rooms and demonstration lessons are taught
from time to time in exemplification of the various phases
of good educational practice.

DistriBuTioN oF TIME. A minimum of two consecu-
tive sixty-minute periods per day for one semester is
given to students teaching. Where two student teachers
are assigned to the same class in the training school the
assignments are so adjusted that each student teacher has
a definite problem. The distribution of teaching time is
designed to progressively give to the student an increas-
ing class responsibility.

LEsson Prans. Plan forms are used upon which all
lessons taught by student teachers are planned. Critic
teachers hold daily conferences with the student teachers
under their charge and approve all lesson plans of student
teachers before the lessons are taught.

StupENT TEACHERS. Every student teacher confines
his teaching to the grades of the group which he has
elected. Student teachers electing group I and II have
practice experience in all the subjects of the curriculum
and, if possible, in all the grades of the group. Student
teachers electing group III confine their practice largely
to the subjects in which the student has elected to special-

24
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ize and, if possible, have practice teaching in all the
grades of the group. Student teachers electing group IV
confine their practice teaching largely to the rural one-
room ungraded school and have opportunity for contact
with the community problems. All assignments for stu-
dent teachers contemplate the completion of a unit
problem.

TraiNniNG CrAsses. Training classes aim to have not
less than twenty nor more than thirty pupils; that is,
enough pupils to set up a normal social situation and yet
not so many as to unduly tax the limited skill of the
teacher.

Tue PupiLs. The pupils in the training school by
reason of the careful planning of each lesson and the close
supervision of expert teachers, as well as through the use
of abundant and elaborate equipment of the normal
school, are most favorably situated to secure the best pos-
sible education.



GENERAL INFORMATION

California State Normal is growing both in body and
spirit. During the past year she has had the largest en-
rollment in the history of the institution, and a school
spirit pervaded the student body that has never before
existed. An experienced, sympathetic faculty working
with a congenial student body has created a feeling of
friendly helpfulness and good fellowship that is most
stimulating and encouraging. The physical condition of
the school plant has been much improved. Class-rooms,
corridors, and students’ rooms have been redecorated,
and tiled bath and shower rooms with modern equlpment
have recently been installed.

RELIGIOUS ADVANTAGES

Everything of a sectarian nature is avoided by the
authorities of the school, but every endeavor is made to
interest students in Christian work and to develop a clean,
wholesome, moral atmosphere. Devotional exercises are
conducted daily in the assembly hall and on Sunday even-
ings vesper services are conducted by the Y. M. C. A. and
the Y. W. C. A. Students are expected to attend the
church of their choice on Sunday mornings.

SociAL LiFe

Receptions are held at different times during the
school year and every possible effort is made to have the
students associate freely with each other and bring about
a natural and homelike atmosphere.

ENTERTAIN MENTS

A strong course of lectures and entertainments are
provided at considerable cost that add much to the school
life and give not only entertainment but culture and train-
ing that is very desirable for teachers. A Pathescope
machine is part of the school equipment and movies are
given that are both educational and entertaining.

26
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LLITERARY SOCIETIES

Opportunity to participate in literary work is given
through the two literary societies, Clionian and Philo-
mathean. Great rivalry exists between Clio and Philo
and this culminates each year in a big literary contest.
Fine programs are rendered weekly by these societies and
they assist very materially in promoting sociability as well
as affording an opportunity to develop literary ability.

ATHLETICS

California Normal offers an unusual opportunity for
students to develop their minds and bodies in the very
best way by participation in all branches of athletics.
Every boy and girl in school may engage in the sport for
which they are best qualified. Football, basketball, base-
ball, hockey, tennis, track, volleyball, and hiking are some
of the most popular sports. Intra-mural athletics give
the beginner and the less experienced a chance to develop
most rapidly by being a member of a team. The reward
of honest effort and acquired skill is the honor of repre-
senting the Normal on the “Varsity” football camp in the
early fall provides a wonderful opportunity for any boy
to put himself in the best possible physical condition and
as a consequence he applies himself to his academic work
with a spirit and purpose that characterizes the best type
of student everywhere.

The 1922 football team was undefeated throughout
the season—a most enviable record when the schedule of
games is considered. The schedule this fall contains the
names of Kiski, Carnegie Tech Freshmen, Potomac State,
and Slippery Rock. :

SPECIAL FEATURES

The past year has been marked by some special fea-
tures in the work of the normal that will stand out as
great events in the history of the institution. A great
pageant was presented portraying the development of this
valley since the early colonial days, including the found-
ing of the Normal School. Every student in the Normal
Department and every child in the Training School par-
ticipated. The work of the pageant was far-reaching in
its effects, serving to unify and vitalize the work of many
students and teachers. The pageant was written and ar-
ranged by the students and instructor of the class in Oral
Expression. Thousands of people witnessed the growth
of the valley from the time of the Indians and the visit of
Lafayette to the present commencement exercises.

Each year the students in the Physical Education
work give a field day demonstration, showing a program
of marching, dancing, drills, calisthenies, tumbling, vault-
ing, boxing, plays, and games.
