His commitment to the region,
California University and its students
has recently resulted in California

University’s inclusion in the federal

Transportation Equity Act for the
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States Congress, he represents the
20th District, which includes all of
Washington and Greene counties and
portions of Fayette, Westmoreland
and Allegheny counties.

Mascara serves on the House
Committee on Transportation and
Infrastructure and its subcommittees
on ground transportation, water
resources and the environment. He is
a member of the House Committee
on Banking and Finance, including

its subcommittee on financial

institutions and consumer credit and

21st Century (TEA-21). This bill
secured one million dollars for the study of various modes of
campus transportation that would provide a safer environment
for students. TEA-21 also included monies for the Mon Fayette
Expressway, which will more directly link California to
Pittsburgh.

Mascara was a businessman, accountant, and educator
before entering the political arena in 1973, when he was first

elected Washington County Controller. He served in that

the subcommittee on capital markets,
securities and government sponsored enterprises.

A United States Army veteran himself, Mascara also serves
on the House Committee on Veterans’ Affairs Oversight
subcommittee.

Mascara and his wife Dolores, a California University class
of 1979 alumna, have been married since 1954, and they reside
in Charleroi. They are the parents of four children and

grandparents of nine.

- THE ACADEMIC COSTUME CODE

GOWNS

The gown for the bachelor’s degree has pointed sleeves, with no trimming and is worn closed. The gown for the master’s degree has
oblong sleeves, open at the wrist, with the rear part of its oblong sleeve square cut and is worn open or closed. The gown for the
doctorate degree has bell-shaped sleeves and is faced down the front with velvet and three bars across the sleeves. The facing and
crossbars of velvet may be of the color distinctive of the field to which the degree pertains.

For all academic purpose, including trimmings of doctors’ gowns, edgings of hoods, and tassels of caps, the colors associated with the
different subjects are as follows: ’

Only a single degree from a single institution should ever be indicated by a single garment.

The length of the hood worn for the bachelor’s degree is three feet, for the master’s degree three and one half feet, and for the doctoral
degree four feet. The doctoral degree has side panels. The linings of the hoods represent the official color of the college or university
conferring the degree. The binding or edging of the hood is two inches, three inches, and five inches for the bachelor’s, master’s, and
doctoral degrees respectively. The color is distinctive of the degree held by the wearer.

CAPS

The cap or mortarboard has a tassel fastened to the middle of the cap and wearing over the left side indicates the completion of a
degree. The doctoral cap is indicated by a tassel of gold thread.
