Director’s Statement

The Art Department Faculty Exhibition showcases a unit of Edinboro
University that has long been vital to the educational and creative
strength of the University. The Edinboro University Art Department is a
large department and it includes artist-teachers who work in many
different ways. Twenty-four art faculty have their work on display in
this exhibition. There is a great diversity to the show.

Such an exhibition is representative of a variety of artists’ interests in
technique, style, and subject-matter, and in the meaning and content of
individual art works. Some of the art shows a concern for very personal
experience and other work seems more focused on “objective” observation
(the eye of the artist) or on an aesthetic statement. Some work by its
nature puts an emphasis on being functional while other pieces emphasize
more openly individual expressiveness. Many different media are
represented. In all cases the unique creativity of each artist is apparent.

The pluralism of such a large group show means that just about every
viewer will find art that is stimulating and exciting to view. This is an
exhibition that is both rewarding and fun to look at. It is an exciting show
and it is a mirror of Edinboro University’s talented art faculty.
