But the floods of the pe manent revolution widl ore day crush the 11fe
out of the Stalinist buroerascy: Meamwhile, the present weakness of the
worker-peasant movement must be traced largely to the frightful series
of betreyals within the Soviet Union and internationally since- 1923

"total i ndependence™ from Chiang Kai Shek will be the independence of
the heads of the masses from their bodies., '

But the renegecy of Trotsky-Cannon-Shachiman does not stop with "mere
omissicoms." They openly call upon the working class movement "in the
emire world" to support the army of "the people o China" - th. peop-
le's army of Chiang Kai #hek} (Trotsky, Socls Appeal, Oct. 16). They
declare thet "fighting under the orders Ef Chiang Kei Shek, sin:ze
unfortunetely($) it is he who has command in the war for independence,
to prepaere politically (as distingul shed from the "military struggle'-
don't worry, comrade Ghendi) the ovza‘:-throw of chieng Kei Shek....That

is the only revolutionary policy." (Trotsky, Internal Bulletin #1,
pp 54-55). The only revolutionar olicyl Trotsky's "omly" policy
excludes the line for the revolutio:mry arty, the soviets, the inde=-
pendent militias, the independent struggle sghinst Japanese imperis 1-
ism, and therefore all possibility of defeating imperialism cr over-

throwing Chiang Kal mhek.

To meke his betrayal clear to even tha most reluctant, Trotsky sharme-
lessly decrees that "Chinese patrio ism is legitimate and progressive"
(id, p. 53). Trotsky equates the aagitalistideology of Chinese bour~
gec 1= naticnalism with the struggle f the masses tc oust the imper-
ielist cxploiters! We must Iry o @tilize this nationalist patrictism
wha ok runs pareilel for a time with the sccial revoluticn, but to cap-
itulate to the naticnalist patrictlism of Chiang Kai Bhek as Trotsky
does 1s to betray the massest
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Against the "Chinese patrictism" of Trotsky-Cenncn~Shachtman, the
Stalintern, and the Sacial Democracy, the Marxi st Policy Committee
countersoses the line c¢f internaticnal class strugelel :
