The 1981 SSC gridders proved to be a team 
of destiny. Winning their first twelve 
games, the squad had the best season in 
the college’s history.

The Raiders breezed through the first half 
of their schedule. Those five wins includ­
ed impressive victories over Towson 
State, 24-10, and a 28-0 rout over confer­
ence rival Clarion. In these games, Ship- 
pensburg outscored opponents 133-30.

With the second half of the season came 
better competition, but the Raiders would 
not be denied. Homecoming against Lock 
Haven was the team’s first test, but the 
club won 24-20. The last three games were 
won by less than a touchdown, but the 
Raiders won the conference west divi­
sion.

The Raiders downed Millersville, 34-17, for 
the State title and a ticket to NCAA divi­
sion II playoffs. The team opened at Vir­
ginia Union who allowed only 6.6 points 
per contest over the regular season. Ju­
nior quarterback Tim Ebersole passed for 
270 yards as the offense scored a 40-27 
victory.

The offense averaged 394 yards per 
game, a new school record. Ebersole set 
an individual record for total offense with 
2,177 yards. Halfback Dave Friese scored 
15 touchdowns, tying the record. He also 
broke his own all-purpose running record 
with 1450 total yards. On defense, end Ed 
Brown’s 10 sacks tied a record, while line­
backer Rich Pryor’s 69 solo tackles broke 
another. Coach Vitto Ragazzo took nu­
merous Coach of the Year awards, and the 
team won the Lambert Cup.

The Red Raiders shot straight to the top in 
their most successful year since I960. Not 
only did the team finish off a 19-8 season by 
placing third in the PA Eastern Conference 
Division, but Coach Rodger Goodling was 
named Conference Coach of the Year.

Senior Brian Cozzens garnered even more 
honors with the end of his last year at SSC.

The SSC matmen ended their season with 
another .500 mark (23 in the last 26 years). 
The young team’s ten starters are mainly 
freshmen and sophomores. All ten will return 
next year. Co-captain Dave Kirchner suf­
fered injuries early in the year and was side­
lined for the remainder of the season.

Sophomore Terry Lauver, junior Roy Myers 
and freshman Mark Szanca seized honors at 
both the PA Conference and the NCAA Re­
gional championships.
