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STUDENT VETERANS OF AMERICA ORGANIZES AN EVENT TO 
HONOR THOSE LOST ON SEPTEM BER 1 1 , 2 0 0  1

O n a solemn morning outside of Ezra Lehman Memorial Library, students, 

faculty, veterans and others from the Shippensburg Community lined up to 

commemorate those who gave their lives for the war on terror.

It was 9 years ago on September 11, 2001 when so many lives were lost in the 

attach on America. The memorial service was created not only as a reminder of 

those who were lost, but also to show the patriotism of the Shippensburg 

community and the need to support America's troops.

The Shippensburg chapter of Student Veterans of America sponsored the 

memorial and invited several speahers to the event such as Major Gen. Gregg F. 

Martin, Cumberland County Commissioner Barbara Cross, James F. Powers Jr. and 

Dr. Denny Terrell.

“As Americans, each of us has a responsibility to serve this nation, to give 

something bach in exchange for what we have been given and to ensure that we are 

able to pass on to the next generation the incredible gift that is America," said 

Terrell, SU’s vice president for administration and finance.

Terrell also spohe of a 19-year-old SU freshman, Nate DeTampIe, who lost 

his life in Iraq in 2005.

“Nate understood what he was doing. When ashed why he became a 

member the Red Raider Battalion of the University’s Army ROTC, he said it was 

because his dream was to serve his country. His dream continues to live in the 

brave hearts of the young men and women in our ROTC program it is a legacy in 

which we tahe great pride.”

With over 6,500 flags waving in the early morning air, the memorial service 

tugged at the hearts of all who attended the service. Those who attended were ashed 

to not only remember all of the fallen soldiers, but the ones still defending our 

country as well. Even though the memorial was held on the 9/11 anniversary, the 

event attendees were also urged to commemorate the fallen soldiers every day, not 

just on days of remembrance.

Martin said that "as long as there is evil, we rely on men and women willing 

to rish their lives for ours. We sleep soundly when rough men —  

and woman —  stand ready in the night to 

face those who would do us harm.”

Students Joe 

Sprenkle and Nate Clark attended a seminar and 

wanted to get involved in the cause, so they 

approached Danielson in late 2006/earIy 2007. They

Danielson.

Everyone's input was always welcome and

be involved." Danielson said the goals of the event 

were to not only raise money, but to also inform 

others about St. Jude's Children's Research Hospital.

The goal was to mail 3,000 letters total from 

event attendees and executive board members 

combined. St. Jude's tracked the number of letters 

that were mailed as well as the percentage return 

rate. The average number of letters each student 

mailed out was 20.4, which was the highest in the 

region.

E ABO U T CONDITIONS IN SIERRA LEO N E

I n the U.S., the life expectancy for a woman is 80 years. In Sierra Leone, the 

life expectancy for a woman is 42 years. This age difference became the 

basis for photographer Lee Karen Stowe's project, "42."

"42" is based on the women that Stowe met on her numerous trips to 

Sierra Leone. Stowe recently brought the project to Shippensburg University to 

help educate people. She started the project in 2007 after traveling to Sierra 

Leone from England with her church, which had started a town-to-town project 

with Sierra Leone. The goal of the project was to linfe the towns together 

through photographs.

When Stowe got there, she was shocked over the conditions in which the 

women lived. The horrible conditions she had heard about did not click in her 

mind until she got there. After seeing that, she decided to start this project to 

benefit the women. Since her initial visit she has been back five times, each time 

staying with the women she photographed. She photographed the women in 

their daily lives, capturing everything from housework and caring for their 

children, to working in their own businesses. She has also photographed 

practice sessions of the women?s sports teams in the town.

The whole project was independently funded and Stowe ended up 

selling her house to be able to help fund it. While she was there, Stowe taught 

the women the basics of photography and business so that they can start to 

make their own money. The business Stowe has is Women with Cameras.

In addition to the photography and business skiffs she teaches, she also 

sets the women up with cameras and laptops so they can become self-sufficient 

and start to create something for themselves.

So far, the project has produced a book of photographs taken by Stowe 

and from the women of Sierra Leone, and it has also had an exhibition to show 

other women the project and how they can support it. Stowe has also brought 

some of the women she met over to England, where they showed their 

photographs to the public. The whole reason for doing this Stowe said was, 

"Everything has to be documented because if it is not documented,

then it does not exist." by gillian radel

R elay For Life celebrates the survivors of cancer and remembers the ones who have the lost 

the fight.

"Everyone is there to mafee a difference so one day no one will have to hear the words 'you 

have cancer,'” said Nicole Wooten, president of Colleges Against Cancer.

Wootten and her CAC team hosted Relay For Life at Shippensburg University from March 

25 to 26 and raised the support of over 600 attendees throughout the all-night walk in the ShipRec 

Center.

The monetary goal for the event was $50,000. At the end of the night's games and 

ceremonies, Wootten announced to the exhausted crowd their final amount raised, just over 

$44,000. The money raised went to the American Cancer Society. ^

"I thinfe everyone's mouth turned up into a smile," said Cassandra Shive, CAC Activities and 

Entertainment chair. "It's lifee finishing that race you thinfe is never going to end."

CAC chose a board game theme to incorporate into the night's events and focused on 

transforming the walfeing tracfe into a Monopoly board. Sixty-four teams participated and some 

included the theme in their team names and team T-shirts. Sending people to "jail" during the 

night's events contributed to the Relay For Life fund. For just 50 cents, a friend could be sent to a 

corner of the Monopoly tracfe labeled "Jail" for five minutes.

Three ceremonies dominated the hearts of the Relay attendees and allowed them to focus 

on the reason for the Relay. The first ceremony celebrated the cancer survivors that had fought 

their battle and won. Seventeen survivors toofe a single lap around the tracfe as friends and family 

surrounded the outskirts, clapping and cheering. A second lap found the tracfe filled with friends 

and family walfeing with their loved one.

During the Luminaria Ceremony, freshman Sarah Antonelli spofee of her personal 

experience with cancer. She was diagnosed with a rare form of cancer in high school. Her message 

to the crowd was one of encouragement and hope.

Decorated paper bags with little lights inside were placed around the tracfe. Each bag was 

placed in memory of a loved one lost to cancer. After the lights in the ShipRec Center were turned 

off, the attendees toofe a lap around the tracfe, pondering the effects of cancer on their lives.

"It's a time where we really tafee a step bacfe and remember the people we've lost to cancer 

or thinfe of the people who are still fighting," Shive said. "It's also the time, though, that every person 

in that room comes together and remembers why we're there."

At 2 a.m., most of the attendees had left, but over 100 people were

T he Shippensburg University men's soccer team kicked off another wonderful year of excitement. After going 3-5 

in the beginning of the season the men found a way to win their way into the playoffs. Finishing the season at 

14-6, the men attributed their final loss of the season and that was at the NCAA Division II Men's Soccer 

Championship.

Even though this year's team did not win the championship, the Red Raiders paced themselves to set new 

school records. One goal that the 2010-11 soccer team established was 49 goals through 19 matches while the previous 

record was with the 1989 team that scored 48 goals in 18 matches. They also set a record for victories that was 

surpassed by the previous school mark of 13, which was in 1989. In addition, this year's soccer team set the record for 

having the longest unbeaten streak, 11 consecutive wins, which was previously held by the 1970 team. Head coach 

Jeremy Spering earned his first career coaching victory with four tries against his alma mater Slippery Rock University.

T he English department at Shippensburg University welcomed a new faculty member this 

year, who has directed a college graduate program, published three boohs and exhibits a 

passion for teaching the English language.

Professor Neil Connelly, 42, arrived at SU in the Fall 2010 semester and jumped into 

teaching fiction and poetry to students of all class levels.

With the decision to move to Pennsylvania with his family, Connelly chose the open 

position because he admired SU's faculty and the college’s endeavors.

"I loohed on the website and I was impressed with the faculty that is here,” he said. "They 

seem Iihe cool, smart people doing cool, smart things. And you want that with your colleagues."

Where people are not happy with their work, they are not going to share what they love or 

know, he said. At SU, the faculty is interested in doing something else other than their appropriate 

fields and is happy with their work.

"I would do much what I do now for free. If I was a millionaire tomorrow, I would still want 

to teach. I love being in a classroom. I love the interaction," Connelly said.

He describes his love of teaching as finding the small intersection of two linked circles. "You 

have the circle of things you're good at, and a circle of things you are paid to do. Where they 

intersect is very small," he said.

The drive behind his desire to teach students in fiction and poetry rests in his confidence 

that he can help students get their thoughts onto paper.

"In my 20 years of studying language, I think I have figured out a few things about it. And it 

is a joy to see folks benefit from that," he said. ”1 love to come across students, who are in a junior 

criminal justice class, and they got an assignment. Their other classmates all freak out. But they are 

like, 'I know what to do.' It's cool to give someone that ability."

Connelly also holds positions on department committees, searching for a new poetry 

professor and serving on a group that focuses on freshman comp. He also advises The Reflector, the 

annual student literary magazine.

Even though his first year at SU is not complete, Connelly has future plans for improving 

the current creative writing curriculum. He wants to begin an introduction course for all three 

genres - poetry, fiction and nonfiction. Then students will move into the chosen genre, follow the 

progressive courses until a senior year seminar.

Connelly grew up in Allentown, Pa., and graduated from Penn State in 1990 with an 

undergraduate degree in advertising. He found a job as a copy writer in

Bethlehem, Pa., but only worked six 

weeks until being fired for differing continued on page 150



opinions on creative ads.

He had a series of jobs mowing lawns, working in a bookstore and typesetting. He decided 

to go back to school and was narrowly accepted into the graduate program at McNeese State 

University in Labe Charles, La.

In 2010, Connelly's "The Miracle Stealer" brought to light a deeper sense of being and 

purpose in life.

According to a Publisher's Weekly review, "Big questions of faith, vocation, the power of 

prayer, and the possibility of miracles weave throughout this provocative and suspenseful tale, in 

which inexplicable occurrences in nature and interpersonal relationships lead individuals and 

communities to deep spiritual longings."

Connelly, his wife, Beth, and his two sons, Owen, 6, and James, 4, live in Camp Hill, Pa. As 

he talked about his family, his eyes shone with pride and his voice moved with love. His sons are 

his role models.

"I like that they choose joy a whole lot. I like that their first instinct is be intensely 

considerate. Amidst the turmoil in the academic day, I aspire to be more like them," he said.

Connelly pondered the future possibilities of his life and responded with humbleness, 

expressing thankfulness for what he has. "I don't want to sound like a man of low ambition," he 

said, "but I have already achieved more than I thought I would."

"At 2 2 , 1 was out of a job and no graduate program would take me. And 20 years later, I 

find myself here. I ran a graduate program for a decade. I had three books

published his first of three boobs.

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A crowd of more than 3,500 gathered for the annual Winter undergraduate 

commencement ceremony on Dec. 18, 2010. Cheers and well wishes rang 

through the air as 442 students achieved their undergraduate degrees, finishing 

out their time at SU.

■ ucas Kalathas' senior year highlighted his involvement with the NASA University Student L aunch Initiative (USLI) com petition. Kalathas, 22, 

represented SU  in his one-m an team  and was responsible for all aspects of the project. His project throughout the year was to build a  rochet 

with abilities to collect and record scientific data and images during a  flight of approximately one m ile in altitude. K alathas described his 

project as "overwhelming.”

In order to enter the NASA U SLI com petition, Kalathas wrote a  proposal of his plans for his rochet and sent it to a  NASA review panel of 

engineers. He was accepted into the com petition with 33 other university teams. Since the beginning of the academ ic year, Kalathas has designed the 

basic construction for the rochet, built a  sub-scale model for testing, and then built a  full-scale model. Each  step has also included flight tests and 

detailed reports. The reports are sent to a  panel of NASA engineers w ho critique and give advice via teleconferencing.

Kalathas received a  grant of $5,000 for the expenses of building m aterials for the rochet. "The NASA grant was a  Iifesaver," he said. He bought 

75% o f the rochet m aterial online and  handm ade the 

rem aining pieces. The rochet weighs 12 pounds and is 80.5 

inches in length.

The rochet must carry a  scientific payload, onboard 

equipm ent that can  m easure and record atm ospheric data 

and tahe pictures during the flight. K alathas also added a  few 

extras to his rochet to improve his project, including a  second 

cam era, drag flaps and an  inertial m easurem ent unit.

In Huntsville, Ala., Kalathas and the other team s 

com peted against each  other in the final flights of their rochets 

on  April 16.

"The flights were awesome, and I was very pleased 

with how m ine went. Everything in the rochet worhed great 

and suffered no damage," he said. "I also w on an  award for 

the best team  website and got a  standing ovation w hich was 

awesome!"

"It was a  ton of worh and was probably the most 

involved project I have worhed on, even including any class 

worh,” Kalathas said. "It was worth every second of it though. I 

got out 110 percent o f w hat I put into it."

W ith the experiences of this project behind him,

Kalathas said that he has gained connections with m anagers 

in the NASA M arshall Center that could lead to a  sim ilar 

career in the future.

He has been accepted into the University in A labam a 

in Huntsville, Ala., worhing towards a  m aster’s degree in 

aerospace engineering.
